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ACMEOLOGICAL PRINCIPLES OF PROFESSIONAL TRAINING OF FUTURE
TEACHERS

The article deals with the problem of training future teachers based on the acmeological approach.
According to the analysis of theoretical sources of recent decades, the relevance of the outlined issue is
argued and the need to introduce its basic postulates into the educational process of institutions of
higher pedagogical education is proven. The role of acmeological knowledge as a theory and practice of
self-improvement of a person through activity, which grants them knowledge about life barriers and
ways to overcome them based on reason, higher ethical feelings, and spirituality to achieve success in
life, is defined. Modern theories of success (material existence, existential type of life success, etc.) are
supplemented with an acmeological concept. In this context, the acme theory of 'life success" considers a
person as a dynamic system (a person in their development) striving for perfection.

The teacher's orientation towards success is defined as a prerequisite for upbringing a successful
individual — a person of the future. It is proposed to create the acme potential of educational and
professional training programs for future teachers by introducing the educational component
"Fundamentals of acmeology” into the curricula. The scientific apparatus of the relevant educational
component (goal, task, program results) is outlined. The promising lines of teaching the course are
revealed based on the general characteristics of the following concepts: "acme” — top, "acmeology" —
pedagogy of success, new quality of professional activity. The content of the basic theoretical provisions
of the educational component is characterized, the topics of the lecture course tested during the
educational process, the practically oriented context of the educational component, educational and
organizational measures of its implementation in the conditions of training of future teachers — applicants
of the second (educational and professional) level of higher education are presented.

The peculiarities of conducting practical/ seminar classes are revealed using examples. An important
aspect of the students' understanding of the concepts of 'perfection”, '"integrated personality
development”, "self-improvement”, "success" is determined by the use of a set of exercises, project tasks,
discussion questions, etc. Examples of work on the implementation of practical tasks are considered.
Based on the quantitative and qualitative analysis of the results of students' work in practical classes, it
is predicted that they will achieve the planned program results, and the prospects for researching the
acmeological principles of training future teachers by expanding the arsenal of practically oriented
author systems are determined.

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pedagogical education is determined by
their focus on self-development, self-
improvement of the personality of the
future specialist, and the achievement of
the highest result - ACME (peak, blooming
power).

Orientation of the educational process to
the activity of the student as a subject of
the educational trajectory (in the future -
"self-activity"); development of skills that
ensure awareness, mobilization and full
natural use of one's own abilities, talents,
personal potential; the ability to determine
ways to achieve goals and implement them
on a practical level ensures success in the
professional and personal life of a young
person (professional and social-personal
aspect of a person's development and self-
development), determines the general
context of building his life prospects.

The issue of professional success of a
teacher acquires special importance, since
only a successful person can train (during
the educational process) a successful
person, an individual of the future, who
reveals the integrated ability of art to live.

Current state of the issue. Theoretical
conclusions of the last decades confirm the
relevance of the outlined problem. Thus,
foreign researchers interpret the problem of
success from the standpoint of material
existence, focusing on satisfaction with the
standard of living in accordance with the

subjective  feeling of life  success
(P. L. Berger, T.Luckmann, 1966 [1];
P. Bourdieu, 1980 [2; 3]); present an

existential type of life success, recognizing
its focus on the maximum realization of the
individual (M. Kohn, C. Schooler, 1969 [6];
V. Jankelevich, 1968-1970 [12]). Modern
domestic research in the field of personal
success in life is based on the theory of life
creativity and defines it as a necessary
condition for freedom of creativity, personal
responsibility, and its development as a
real subject of life creativity (I. Stepanenko,
2014 [11]).

The acmeological concept expands the
meaningful interpretation of the 'life
success" contraption, considering a person
as a dynamic system (a person in their
development) striving for perfection. Under
such conditions, not so much static
characteristics of success are defined, but

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dynamic ones, such as the trajectory of
achieving success (the so-called
“acmetrajectory”), factors affecting success,
potential actions that determine the
achievement of success, prevail
(V. Hladkova [4], 2019, O. Dubaseniuk,
2011[5]). This approach to the
interpretation @ of acmeological  self-
improvement is oriented not only to the
fixation of a specific "peak”, but also to the
"search" for perfection and new "peaks".

In the specified context, the construction
of the object-subject space of acmeology
was reflected in the following areas of
scientific research: development of the
acmeological concept of
personality / professional development
(O. Vozniuk, V. Hladkova, A. Kyrychenko,
S. Palchevskyi and other researchers);
structuring and selection of applied
branches of acmeological knowledge
(gender acmeology, HR acmeology, career
acmeology, medical acmeology, etc.)
(V. Antonov, A. Moskalenko, N. Osadchuk,
V. Perevozchikov, Ya. Fruktova, etc.) etc.

A special place among applied studies is
given to pedagogical acmeology as the most
developed field. The analysis of scientific
sources confirms that the issue of
professional success based on objective
and subjective factors, internal aspirations
and attitudes is studied widely enough: the
conditions and regularities of reaching the
peaks of a teacher’s professional maturity
(O. Dubaseniuk, V. Ohneviuk, L. Rybalko
and other scientists), substantiation and
implementation of acmeological systems in
the educational process (N. Sazonenko,
N. Yaksa), the trajectory of growth as an
individually chosen path to professional
growth by the teacher (I. Kovalchuk,
Yu. Kostiushko, N. Marakhovska), etc.

However, the theory and practice of
professional training of future teachers
with an orientation towards achieving
professional success remains practically
undeveloped.

The implementation of the task was
carried out by introducing the educational
component "Fundamentals of acmeology”
into the educational and professional
training  program of  the second
(educational and professional) level of
higher education seekers of SEI of

Aim of research is to highlight the
theoretical and practical principles of the
implementation of the course
"Fundamentals of acmeology" during the
professional training of future teachers.

Results and discussion. The
approbation of the educational component
"Fundamentals of acmeology" was started
at Zhytomyr Ivan Franko State University
in 2017/2018. The experience of the
educators of the Department of Pedagogy
O. Dubaseniuk, O. Antonova,
N. Sydorchuk became the basis for its
development and implementation in the
educational and professional training
programs of the second (educational and
professional) level of higher education
(Department of Professional-Pedagogical,
Special  Education,  Andragogy and
Management), accumulated on the basis of
cooperation with the All-Ukrainian public
organization "Ukrainian Academy of
Acmeology", which united the efforts of
domestic scientists conducting research on
various aspects of acmeological theory and
practice in a number of sectors of the
national economy [10]. An important stage

in the development of acmeological
knowledge the university also established a
research laboratory of acmeology of

education based on the department of
pedagogy in 2004. The main directions of
its work are the initiation and coordination
of research in the field of acmeology of
professional and pedagogical activity,
scientific cooperation with acmeology
centers of higher education institutions of
Ukraine and neighboring countries abroad;
introduction of new scientific material into
scientific circulation [9].

The educational component
"Fundamentals of Acmeology" is calculated
for 3 ECTS credits (10 hours / 4 hours of
lectures for full-time and part-time forms of
education; 20 hours / 6 hours, respectively
— seminar classes; 64 hours / 76 hours,

respectively - independent work). The
strategy for the introduction of the
educational component for applicants
provided for the outline of several

The main tasks of
educational component are:

- the formation of knowledge of the
theory and practice of acmeology of
education in the context of continuous
personal development with a focus on the
professional future in the students of the
second (master's) level of higher education;

- the acquisition of knowledge and
skills aimed at identifying the general
characteristics of obtaining the highest
result in the process of professional activity
by applicants of the second (master's) level
of higher education;

- familiarization of students of the
second (master's) level of higher education
with practically oriented acmetechnologies
and their implementation in practice.

The goal and tasks are aimed at
achieving a number of program results,
including:

- demonstration of knowledge and skills
in the field of acmeology of education;

The outlined scientific apparatus of the
discipline (goal, tasks, program results)
determined the strategy for selecting the
content of the educational material and

formulating the topics of the
lecture/practical blocks (Table 1).
Determining the relevance of

acmeological knowledge was an important
stage in the introduction of the educational
component into the educational process.
Its substantiation for applicants of the
second (educational and professional) level
of higher education was carried out with
reference to a number of postulates:
acmeology - a link of the informal
component of adult education (self-
improvement); acmeological knowledge is
the modern principle of organizing the
educational process in general secondary
education institutions (according to current
state documents regulating the activities of
the educational sector; the content of
primary school textbooks - "I am in the
world" (O. Tahlina, G. Ivanova, 2013), etc.).

"acme", which we consider as a consecutive
series of achievements of a person on his
life path, emphasizing the temporal aspect
and quantitative acme in a person's life; as
the pinnacle of individual and personal
development of a person at the stages of life
— childhood, youth (juvenology), the period
of an adult (maturity), the period of old age
(gerantology), as well as the achievement of
peaks by an individual and society
(improvement of the personality in the
period of adulthood and maturity; analysis
of changes as a process of improvement
that takes place in the inner world of a
person, is reflected in the psyche and is
studied in a complex with other human
sciences; as a result — the achievement of
peaks in social and professional activity) [4:

The modern context of the application of
acmeological knowledge in the practice of
professional and pedagogical activity is
based on the study of the topic "Historical
and philosophical foundations of the
formation and development of acmeological
knowledge", which examines the stages of
its formation and development: from
prehistory (mythology, religion, philosophy
— ancient times/beginning of the 20th
century) to modern times.

The analysis of the historical aspects of
the development of scientific knowledge
from the standpoint of its acmeology
showed that the thinkers of the ancient
world in certain interpretations considered
the problems of human self-improvement,
studied the potential opportunities for a
person to achieve significant life results [5].
It was in this that the first signs of
acmeological knowledge manifested
themselves, which became the basis for
revealing the essence of acme in achieving
a specific outstanding result. Its formation
took place in the course of the global
process of differentiation of new scientific
directions. In the theoretical block of the
educational component, the emphasis is on

the historical and philosophical
(V. Tatishchev, M. Lomonosov,
Ya. Kozelskyi), natural (biologists and
physiologists: K. Ber, N. Severtsov,

I. Sechenov, K. Tymyriaziev, M. Myklukho-
Maklai, I. Pavlov, A. Ukhtomskyi,
P. Anokhin; medical professionals:
M. Pyrohov, I. Balynskyi, I. Merzheievskyi,
V. Bekhtieriev), psychological-pedagogical

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life success is determined. Attention is
focused on the understanding of acmeology
by domestic scientists as a pedagogy of
success [8].

Characterization of acmeology as a
fundamental science (topic 2) is carried out
by revealing key questions according to the
signs of its belonging to scientific
knowledge: a detailed analysis of the
subject component of acmeology, methods
of acmeological research, interrelationships
of different levels between processes and
phenomena studied by acmeology
(acmeological laws, regularities, principles),
prospects for the development of acmeology
as a scientific field of knowledge.

Projecting the acquired knowledge into
the practical plane takes place in practical
(seminar) classes, which include elements
of training, a wide range of exercises,
practical, project tasks.

Thus, for example, when considering the
issue of psychological and acmeological
features of the professional self-awareness
of an educational specialist (seminar 3
"Acmeological theory and practice of
professional formation and development"),
students are offered to complete the
exercise "Reflection of the history of your
professionalism". Its purpose is to make
the future teacher aware of the
retrospective of his own professionalism as
a basis for building his own professional
career path in the next classes.

During the task, students answer the
following questions:

1. The birth of an idea about a specific
profession: "Do you remember when it first
occurred to you to get a teaching
profession?", "From whom did you hear
about this profession?", "Who supported
you in choosing this profession?".

2. Development of professional abilities:
peculiarities of implementation in higher
education institutions, in practice, in
production.

3. The flowering of ACME: "At what age
specific results are identified?"; "At what
age do you plan to reach certain peaks
(professional/personal)?".

4. Reflect on your professional destiny,
characterizing certain "achievements" in
life: "What was successful?" Start the
discussion with the words "I managed

The results of the exercise by the higher
education seekers who studied in
2021/2022 e.y. (32 people), allow us to
state that the idea of choosing a teaching
profession of 35% of respondents is
transformed due to the characteristics of
internal motivation (childhood dream, love
for children, internal positive perception of
the atmosphere of the school team). Most of
the respondents (75%) associate the "birth
of the idea" about the teaching profession
with external factors: the example of
teachers (27%), the example of parents,

close relatives (23%), watching movies,
reading books (12%), other (love for
children, extroverted type of
communication, love for a specific
academic discipline, work as a holiday,
etc.) (13%).

A comparative characterization of

respondents' answers showed that 63% of
respondents name two factors that
influenced their choice of profession at the
same time, and 17% - even three. The
obtained indicators determine the need for
comprehensive career guidance work with
students to attract them to enter higher
pedagogical education institutions: inviting
parents-teachers (closest relatives) to
career guidance events; discussion of
books and films, which vividly characterize
the activity of a teacher, outline its
significance for society; testing to
determine the predominant type of
professional activity; accentuation by
teachers regarding the
advantages/difficulties @ of  pedagogical
activity in the course of daily
communication with students.

When determining priorities in the
development of professional abilities
(question 2), applicants correctly and
logically explain that each link (HEI,
undegroing practice, carrying out
professional activity) solves specific tasks of
developing professional abilities that
cannot be interchanged. Professional and
pedagogical  abilities are  actualized
(identified) in higher education institutions,
their formation is carried out with an
outline of the specifics of the future
profession. External motivation is preferred
here (direction of the content of educational

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components included in the educational
and professional program, work in problem
groups, scientific circles, etc.). In practice,
the applicant reconciles preliminary
conclusions regarding pedagogical abilities
with specific pedagogical actions, analyzes
the obtained results and outlines further
stages of self-improvement after completing
the practice. There is a combination of
external (direct implementation of
educational and educational work in a
specific class) and internal (assessment of
the results of professional activity at the
level of its approval) factors. Based on
identified shortcomings (problems,
contradictions), the higher education
seeker is actively involved in the process of
self-improvement while still studying at a
HEI. Professional activity (in an institution
of general secondary education) also
combines elements of external and internal
motivation, but the respondents associate
professional growth, first of all, with the
constant work of the teacher on himself
(improvement of knowledge in the
professional discipline, search for
innovations in educational work, work with
parents, community, etc.).

The exercise is structured in such a way
that the answers to question 3 and
question 4 are intended to show the
student that every person, regardless of
age, reaches life's peaks, through small
peaks goes to great success.

Relying on previous experience, students
at the beginning of studying the
educational component (here we are talking
about an exercise that is performed in the
third of ten seminar classes) life successes
(ACME) are synonymous with maturity,
correlate them, as a rule, with a person
reaching age of 40 and above (61% of

respondents). Such students, when
answering questions about their own
achievements, do not consider their

previous, already existing "victories" in life
(participation in a competition, obtaining a
certificate of general secondary education,
improving results in a certain sport,
mastering new computer programs,
completing reading a book that influenced
the formation of life values, choosing a
profession, etc.).

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the questions, the winners draw a
conclusion about the significance of each
life achievement, each, even insignificant,
result of their activities at any (and in fact,
every) segment of the life trajectory.
Consideration of the topic "Application of
the principles of fundamental acmeology to
the analysis of the life and creative path of
outstanding personalities" (seminar 7, 8)
requires special attention. The main task of
the students is to consider the life and
activities of outstanding personalities
based on the construction of their life
trajectory. The result of the implementation
of such a project task is the determination
of the factors that "created a personality”

and influenced the integrity and
significance of its life results: the
development of society as a whole
(S. Korolev, U. Churchill, I. Musk),
individual scientific fields (A. Einstein,
I. Newton, V. Sukhomlynskyi), made

revolutionary changes in art (Leonardo da
Vinci, Vincent Van Gogh, Kazimir Malevich,
Kateryna Bilokur, Viktor Kosenko) and
literature (I. Franko, O. Pchilka,
L. Ukrainka, V. Korolenko), L. Kostenko).

The defense of the project task ends with
a discussion (question and answer). And
the comparative characteristics of personal
and professional career paths, as a rule,
become material that allows us to draw a
conclusion: the bright (at first glance) life of
a famous person is accompanied by
overcoming ordinary life problems that
every average citizen faces (creative search,
late recognition, hard work, lack of money,
poor health, difficult family circumstances,
etc.). Sometimes genuinely surprised,
students admit that human strength lies in
overcoming obstacles, and success is
achieved through hard work.

As a rule, an interesting discussion
unfolds during the educational process,
where students seek a common answer to
the questions: "Can the teaching profession
be classified as a successful one?", "Can a
teacher be a successful person?" Students
accompany their answers in favor of the
teaching profession with examples from
their own lives (41%), examples from the
lives and activities of famous teachers
(27%), referring to the conclusions of
psychologists (Maslow's theory of

16% of
respondents agree with the thesis about
the success of the teaching profession but
cannot clearly justify their conclusions. At
the same time, 7% of respondents (future
teachers!!!) do not hesitate to classify the
teaching profession as unsuccessful.

We do not consider high indicators in
the assessment of answers to the questions
to be accidental. A comprehensive
comparison of results at the final stage of
studying the educational component
confirms (end-to-end assessment  of
answers to all questions) confirms the
conscious choice of future teacher
professions by students at the career
guidance stage, which is an important
prerequisite for their professional success,
professional ACME. On the other hand, the
high indicators in favor of the teaching
professions are due to the fact that the
survey was conducted among those who
acquired a pedagogical specialty who are
already studying at the second (educational
and professional) level of higher education

(master’s degree, 5-year study in the
pedagogical specialty) - in fact, among
those who confirmed his professional

choice in favor of the teaching profession
by entering the master's program.

In general, the step-by-step work on the
set of proposed exercises actualizes the
problem of success among young people,
the forms of its real expression, forms in
future teachers a persistent desire for
perfection, equips them with technologies
for achieving success.

Conclusions and
perspectives. Summarizing
results, we note that:

- acmeological knowledge is aimed at
oneself and one's own activity;

- diagnostics in acmeology focuses on
identifying how a person becomes the
subject of managing his own behavior in
the personal, creative, spiritual,
professional sphere;

- forecasting the trajectory of future
teachers' success in life is the key to
raising a successful person - a person of
the future.

Prospects for further explorations
consist in expanding the arsenal of forms,
methods, means, acmetechnologies, their
