Current state of the issue. A number of
scientists have dedicated their numerous
works to the foundations of tolerance
pedagogy: tolerance as a complex personal
and moral formation is proposed to be
considered by L. Bernadska. I. Beh
understands tolerance as partnership in
communication, as subject-subject
interaction. S. Bratchenko interprets
tolerance not as non-interference, but as a
special activity: the readiness of a person to
go beyond the Ilimited circle of "own"
(separated from ‘'others" by any sign:
nationality, faith, social origin, age, culture,
etc.) towards the "world of worlds" of
equivalent, "equal" human worlds. M. Piren,
considering tolerance as an effective factor
of harmony and consolidation in modern
Ukrainian  society, @ emphasizes  that
tolerance does not mean concession,
condescension or connivance, but above all
an active position formed on the basis of
recognition of universal human rights and
basic freedoms, refusal from dogmatism and
absolutism. O. Bryukhovetska notes that
professional tolerance is an indispensable
attribute of the professional activity of
managers, an inseparable link in
professional interaction with subordinates
and the social environment, emphasizes
that the essence of the concept of
professional tolerance can be characterized
only in relation to the concept of otherness,
or the other (other ideals, ideas, beliefs,
etc.), that is, that which differs from a
person's own attitudes. The researcher
defines the professional tolerance of the
head of a general educational institution in
a broad sense — as "a set of types of
tolerance characteristic of a specialist as a
competent professional capable of effectively

H. Soldatov and L. Shaigerov
successfully define the concept of
"tolerance": "Tolerance is an integral
characteristic of an individual that

determines his ability to actively interact
with the external environment in problem
and crisis situations with the aim of
restoring his neuropsychological stability,
successful adaptation, and avoiding
confrontation and the development of
positive relationships with oneself and the
surrounding world". O. Hryva in his
scientific study emphasizes that tolerance
is a value of the socio-cultural system, it is
the inner core of a person's entire life; it is
a principle, a guiding idea, a basic position
in human interaction; norm in the life of a
society based on harmony, cooperation,
mutual understanding and mutual respect.
N. Lytvynenko considers tolerance at the
same time as a personal characteristic
determined by a set of individual and
psychological characteristics of an
individual and at the same time as an
institutional norm that reflects subject-
subject relations in various spheres of
society, which  manifests itself as
recognition of "otherness" with
simultaneous awareness of one's
differences. V. Tyshkov understands
tolerance as a personal or social
characteristic, which implies the awareness
that the world and the social environment
are multidimensional, and therefore, views
on this world are different; they cannot and
should not be reduced to uniformity or
favor anyone. T. Shikhardina, investigating
the internal contradiction of tolerance as a
moral  value, concludes that this
contradiction is due to the combination of
two principles: personal autonomy and
moral normativity. On the one hand, "a
moral individual is a sovereign individual
who has free will and acts as the cause and
purpose of his actions," and on the other
hand, the sphere of morality is
characterized by the highest degree of
normativity, where the relevant
requirements have  absolute  power.
According to V. Kukushin, tolerance is a
moral quality of an individual, which
characterizes a tolerant attitude towards
views, opinions, and habits of other people

This
is the ability to better understand oneself
and others, to enter into contact with them,
to interact without coercion, to show
respect and trust. S. Weidenfeld defends
the opinion that tolerance is "the main rod,
thanks to which the interactive function of
modern democracy is ensured." Therefore,
her wupbringing should be based on
instilling knowledge and skills necessary
for life, based on tolerance and recognition
of equal rights for all [3].

A. Maslow and in the works of the classics
of pedagogical thought: Ya.Komenskyi,
Ya.

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Ukrainian  experiment analyzed the
scientific and methodological support for
the implementation of the author's model
"School of Tolerance", held thematic
pedagogical councils on the tasks and
participation of teachers, parents, and
students in the experiment, created and
approved creative groups of teachers
regarding the organization and carrying out
activities within the framework of the
experiment.

In accordance with the Program of
conducting the experiment, at this stage,
the current regulatory and legal documents
on the research problem were studied. The
issue of conducting the experiment became
the main topic at the meetings of the
pedagogical, scientific and methodical
councils, meetings with the director, and
scientific and practical seminars. During
the events, teams of  educational
institutions explored the concept of
"innovative environment of an educational
institution", "tolerance in an educational
environment", "creating a tolerant space in
an educational institution".

Each teaching staff has developed a
bank of philosophical and psychological-
pedagogical literature on the topic of
research, which reflects the results of
research on the identification of the level of
success of social-psychological adaptation,
the level of needs of teaching staff in
professional development, the level of
harassment, readiness for innovative work,
and the identification of barriers to
pedagogical activity , the manager's
attitude and relationship with the pupil;
the results of the analysis and
generalization of domestic and foreign
experience on issues of substantiation of
the pedagogy of tolerance, methodology and
theory of education of children and
adolescents based on the ideas of tolerance
and mutual understanding, organizational
and pedagogical conditions, theoretical and
methodological aspects of the formation of

the author's school as an innovative
educational system.
The theoretical justification of the

experimental work at the first stage provided
for the achievement of two goals. Firstly, it is
the study, analysis and generalization of
theoretical research with the aim of clarifying

these concepts in relation to the education of
the personality of students and members of
the community, as well as the formation of a
personal and activity approach to the
organization of education and upbringing
according to the principles of tolerance.
Secondly, it is the study, analysis and
generalization of the ways and means of
integrating the principles of tolerance into
the system of educational activities in
institutions of general secondary and out-of-
school education.

Teachers, together with students and
parents, familiarized themselves with the
theoretical material of the experiment, in
particular: values and determined the
common and different between basic
(national) values, universal values (Concept
of reforming general secondary education
"New Ukrainian School") and spiritual
values (Program "New Ukrainian School in
progress towards values").

In the conditions of experimental work in
2021-2022 a.y. corrections were made to
local documents and the educational
program by the staff of gymnasium No 6 of
Shepetivsk city council of Khmelnytskyi
region. The Strategic Development Plan of
the institution envisages the
implementation of the "School of Tolerance"
project, the implementation of innovative
activities, the structure of methodical work
was supplemented, optional courses
"Psychology of Communication" were
introduced (grades 5-7), and the work of the
"Space of Tolerance" circle (grades 5-9)
began. During the implementation of the 1st
stage of the experiment, the class teachers
of the institution developed and tested
targeted measures for student and parent
teams. From September 2021, measures for
the implementation of experimental
activities have been included in educational
work plans: educational hours "Everyone's
personal rights!", "We are one team",
"Conflicts and ways to resolve them",
"Aggression!? Who is she?"; individual
conversations with students "We are
different, I'm the same, and it's a miracle",
"School of Communication". Exhibitions of
drawings and collages for the International

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Day of Tolerance, trainings "Learning
tolerant communication", "Tolerance in the
modern world", "Tolerance as a guarantee of
humanity", "Living in peace with yourself
and others" were held.

Participation in the experiment prompted
the team of Gymnasium Ne 6 to create an
additional student self-government center
"Mercy", whose activity is based on the
education of respect for elders, care for the
smallest and tolerant attitude towards each
other. The center promotes various activities
of spiritual direction and disclosure of the
concept of "tolerance", motivates children to
create a harmonious inner world. During the
reporting period, the center's participants
held a number of charity events to raise
funds for the city's residents, in particular,
children in need of expensive treatment.
Visits to the city home for the elderly have
become traditional for the students of the
institution.

In the conditions of the experimental
institution, NVK Ne 2 in the city of
Khmelnytskyi in 2021/2022 have planned
a number of activities that are included in
the school's Annual Plan, work plans of a
practical psychologist, a social pedagogue,
pedagogues-organizers, and methodical
associations of teachers.

The variable component of the
curriculum of NVK No 2 of Khmelnytskyi
includes: optional course "Equal-Equal"
(9th grade); optional: "Equal-Equal" (grades
7-8); optional: "Fundamentals of the family"
(10th grade). Measures are also foreseen in
the calendar planning of the educational
work of class teachers regarding the
implementation of the author's model
"School of Tolerance", in the work plans of
children's associations: "Divosvit", "Jura",
"At the call of the heart", "I am the master
of the school". The game "Hero of Good
Deeds" was developed and implemented.

A number of measures are provided for
in the projects that are included in the
Development Strategy of the NVK No 2 of
Khmelnytskyi:

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With the beginning of the experiment,
the network of clubs for the 2021-2022
academic years has been expanded on the
basis of the House of Children's Creativity
of the Netishyn City Council (BDT). The
children's association "Tolerance — the path
to understanding" began to function, which
works according to an adapted program.
Educational events were systematically
conducted by the cultural organizer,
practical psychologist and teachers of the
institution: game and communicative
trainings and programs ("Through the
looking-glass", "Living heart", "Crossroads
of the soul', "Key to understanding",
"Understand me", "Compliment", "Dialogue
with yourself', "School of communication",
"Conflict-free communication", "Empathy -
the basis of favorable communication",
etc.), hours of communication ("A friend is
the second me!", "Life without conflicts", "A
person begins with goodness", "Tolerance
begins with me", "We are all different, but
we are all equal"). Pupils of the group
"Tolerance — the path to understanding"
participated in the organization and
conduct of training sessions both for the
pupils of the institution ("I am a tolerant
person", "Tolerance and the rights of the
child", "Insecure - confident - self-
confident") and for parents ("Understand
your child", "Tolerance in the modern
world"). Activities in which parents
participate serve as a good example of the
interaction of the two most important
factors in a child's life: the institution and
the family, which have combined their
efforts in the educational process aimed at
fostering an open, impartial attitude to
human diversity.

In order to increase the professional
competence and professional self-
improvement of teachers, the level of
awareness of the problem of tolerant
personality education, the teachers of
gymnasium Ne 6 of the Shepetiv city council
of Khmelnytskyi region and NVK No 2 of
Khmelnytskyi took part in the All-Ukrainian
educational 5-day online marathon on the
Vseosvit platform on the topic "Tolerant
education is the key to a healthy society".

The team of teachers of the House of
Children's Creativity of the Netishyn City
Council organized the functioning during

According to the developed program of the
experiment, the first stage includes

conducting a comprehensive diagnosis of the
level of readiness of teachers to work in the
experimental mode. Therefore, in September
2021, a diagnostic study was conducted
among the teachers of Shepetivska
Gymnasium Ne 6, the results of which
showed that the teaching staff of the
institution is ready to participate in
experimental work.

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Khmelnytskyi, the  pedagogical team
developed the model "Space of Tolerance of
the National Educational Committee No 2". In
order to identify the initial level of formation
of tolerant interaction in the House of
Children's Creativity in the city of Netishyna,
a diagnostic section was conducted, to which
teachers, pupils of the institution and their
parents were involved. A set of diagnostic
techniques was used during the research.
Such a comprehensive study (of teachers,
pupils, parents) showed that the level of
tolerance of the participants of the
experiment is sufficient, however, it is
necessary to improve the forms and methods
of working with all participants of the
educational process; creation of a tolerant
educational environment in the institution.

As a result of the results of the first stage
of the experiment, the participating teams
were prepared for the all-Ukrainian
competition for the defense of scientific
research works of students and members of
the Small Academy of Sciences of Ukraine.
The topics of the scientific work were: "The
influence of the level of formation of tolerant
personality traits on mutual relations in the
student-teacher system" (I place -
Shepetivka); "Social and psychological
features of the phenomenon of loneliness
among modern youth" (II place -
Khmelnytskyi).

During the launched experiment, heads
of educational institutions of Khmelnytskyi
region joined in establishing cooperation
with institutions of general secondary, pre-
school, out-of-school education in the city of

Netishyn, the city of Shepetivka, social
services, communal institutions and
enterprises, charitable foundations, public
organizations.

During the academic year, NVK No 2 of
Khmelnytskyi established cooperation, held
joint events and signed agreements on
cooperation with institutions of higher

The collective of the NVK Ne2 of
Khmelnytskyi systematized the experience
of pedagogical workers gained during the
1st organizational-preparatory stage,
summarized and concluded a methodical
manual "Creation of conditions for the
formation of life competencies of education
seekers" (2021), as well as the manual
"Formation of the student's personality
during the educational process in the
conditions of the school of tolerance" (2022).

Conclusions and research perspectives.
So, the pedagogical teams participating in
the all-Ukrainian level experiment on the
topic "Scientific and methodological support
for the implementation of the author's model
"School of tolerance" on the basis of general

secondary, out-of-school education
institutions of the Khmelnytskyi region
implemented the tasks of the first

organizational and preparatory stage of the
experiment and determined the prerequisites
for participation in the second conceptual-
diagnostic stage for 2022-2023 academic
year. The participants of the experiment
implemented a number of tasks, namely:
studied and analyzed the pedagogical
experience of the team of gymnasium Ne 2 in
Khmelnytskyi of the author's model "School
of Tolerance", psychological and pedagogical
literature on the problem of the experiment;
the composition of creative groups of
teachers was formed regarding the
organization and conduct of the experiment
at the all-Ukrainian level; established
cooperation with institutions that provide
scientific and methodological support for
experimental work; the functional duties of
teachers in the system of solving the tasks of
the experiment are defined and clarified; held
consultations and meetings for teachers
regarding the study and analysis of domestic
and foreign experience on the research
problem; conducted comprehensive
diagnostics of the level of readiness of the
participants of the educational process to
work in the experimental mode.
