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FORMATION OF STUDENTS' CREATIVE PERSONALITY IN ENGLISH CLASSES
BY INTRODUCING INNOVATIVE METHODS

The article deals with the innovation of the educational process. Interactive methods of working in
English classes as a means of forming a creative personality are described. The article presents the
formation of communicative competence through the introduction of innovative methods.

Innovative methods of teaching English are analyzed and the expediency of their use in higher
educational institutions is justified. The process of teaching English in higher educational institutions
has certain features associated with different initial levels of language training of students.

The main goal of a foreign language teaching in higher educational institutions is to form students’
communicative competence, which is based on communicative approaches formed on the basis of
language knowledge and skills. Moreover, without the introduction of innovative teaching methods, the
proper result cannot be achieved. It is necessary to reorient the educational process to partnership,
that is, to the cooperation of all participants in the educational process. Learning English should be
more active, not informative, because students learn languages more successfully through actions —
speech and non-speech and their integration. For students, training in the form of practical activities
forms the basis of their true knowledge.

High-quality foreign language training of students is possible subject to the introduction of modern
educational methods, such as: professionally oriented training, project method, intensive and distance
learning methods, information and telecommunications technologies, working with computer programs
in foreign languages, creating presentations, training systems of education. It is possible to
significantly increase the effectiveness of the lesson if the content of the discipline "foreign language"
in higher educational institutions is professionally oriented. The use of interactive teaching methods
involves turning to communicative and constructivist approaches to teaching English. The use of
innovative methods for teaching English and multimedia teaching tools allows students to increase
motivation to learn English, provide access to new, alternative sources of information, develop
independent mental activity, form communication skills, intercultural and professional competence.
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The communicative approach is largely aimed at the student. Its purpose is to interest them in
learning the language by accumulating and expanding their knowledge and experience. It is
necessary to develop knowledge and skills on the methodology of teaching foreign languages, reveal
the essence of the methods, principles and practice of the communicative approach of teaching
English, and improve the practice of foreign language proficiency.

To achieve these goals, it is important to use active forms of work and innovative methods. The use
of interactive methods in English classes will increase students' motivation to learn English.

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Introduction of the issue. At the
present stage, English is the main tool of
international communication in academic
and business circles. Mastering it as a
means of communication is one of the
requirements for a future specialist. The
main goal of teaching foreign languages in
higher educational institutions is to
acquire students' skills and abilities to
use English correctly in daily, business
and professional communication, the
ability to adequately meet the challenges
of the 21st century, which is relevant in
the light of today's events. The scientific
and technological revolution gave rise to
the era of communication and global
networks, and also raised a number of
problematic questions for modern people
regarding the readiness for innovation.
Today we are witnessing the processes of
globalization, which manifests itself in the
expansion and deepening of international
relations, the interdependence of the
subjects of the world community, and the
presence of many problems that have gone
beyond the borders of individual states
and concern the interests of all mankind.

A student's personal success depends
on the ability to think creatively, navigate
a rapidly changing world, and rationally
combine innovation with classical working
methods.

Currently, it has become necessary to

train competitive specialists. Today,
despite the recognition by leading
domestic and foreign scientists of the
importance of developing students'
creative abilities (D.B. Bogoyavlenskaya,
L.V. Wenger, J. Guilford, O.M. Luk,
V.O. Molyako, Ya.O. Ponomarev,

V.A. Romenets, O.1. Savenkova,
0O.Ya. Savchenko, E. Torrens, etc.), higher
education remains mainly a means of
generalization and restoration of existing
social structures. An important provision
of creative education is the definition of
creativity according to P. Torrens as a
process of emergence of sensitivity to
problems, lack of knowledge, their
disharmony, inconsistency, fixing these
problems, searching for their solution,
putting forward hypotheses, verifying and
formulating the results of solving the

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problem. It is impossible to understand

what creative education is in isolation
from pedagogical innovation and
synergetics [9].

Current state of the issue. Each

innovation has a number of advantages
and requires solving some problematic

issues. Both domestic and foreign
teachers, such as O. Pekhota,
Yu. Vaskova, L. Pavlova, and

G. Sazonenko, were engaged in the study
of creative learning. The analysis and
description of psychological features of
personal  development  practices @ is
provided in modern psychological and
pedagogical developments (L. Krivshenko,
N. Moiseyuk, M. Kholodnaya, etc.).
Research by teachers practitioners allows
us to state that a high level of knowledge,
skills and abilities is achieved only
through students' assimilation of mental
actions. According to L. Pavlova, a special
place in educational practices is occupied
by the personal Model [6]. Modern
teaching methods reduce the volume of
reproductive elements of activity. Among
them, a free model that meets the
criterion "maximum freedom of subject
choice — minimum controlling actions"
(similar to the concept of K. Rogers) is
more attractive in terms of choosing
methods (innovative, informational), which
is relevant.

Many Ukrainian and foreign specialists
are exploring ways to introduce innovative
educational methods into the educational
process of higher education, improve the
methodology of teaching foreign
languages, and improve personnel by
means of foreign languages.

Aim of research is to use innovative
methods of the educational process
through interesting technological
approaches. Teachers should enrich the
practice of educational and cognitive
activity in its three planes: provide a basis
for searching for information, provide
psychological and pedagogical assistance,
and form communicative competence
through the introduction of interactive
working methods. To consider interactive
methods of work as a means of forming a
creative personality, analysis of modern
teaching methods (communicative and

constructivist) and the use of information
and communication technologies was
carried out, for it contributes to increasing
motivation to master English and,
accordingly, the development and self-

realization of students within the
framework of the discipline '"foreign
language" in higher educational
institutions.

Outline of unresolved issues brought
up in the article. Innovations in
education consist in the creation,

implementation and dissemination of the
latest ideas, approaches, techniques and
methods that are aimed at updating,
modernizing, and transforming the
educational process in accordance with
the requirements of the time. Information
technologies are becoming an integral tool
in the modern teaching process and one of
the components of an innovative method
of teaching students of higher educational
institutions in general and foreign
languages in particular [8: 163].

The main tasks for the teacher of the
academic disciplines "English" and
"English for professional purposes" are as
follows: ensuring the proper level of
training of students in English; education
and development of students by means of
English through scientific and
organizational and methodological work.

The choice of methods depends on a
number of conditions: the specifics of the
content of educational material, the
general tasks of training future
specialists, the time that the teacher has
to study this discipline, and the specifics
of the composition of students. High-
quality language training of students is
impossible without the use of modern
educational methods. Modern methods of
teaching English in higher education
institutions are professionally oriented

training, methods of intensive and
distance learning, information and
telecommunications methods, working

with educational and controlling computer
programs in foreign languages, creating
presentations (forums, blogs, e-mail),
training systems for education, the latest
test methods, namely, creating a database
of materials in English for conducting
computer testing in order to control

Learning foreign languages with the
integration of modern internet
technologies in the educational process
allows students to improve their listening
and reading skills; overcome the language
barrier due to immersion in the language
environment; introduces students to
online resources that offer a lot of
interesting and useful information, with
the help of which the student solves the
tasks set by the teacher; encourages
discussion of topics and discussions in
English during extracurricular hours,
which ultimately leads to increased
motivation to learn English as such and
further success in professional activities.
Due to the rapid growth of the scientific
and technical base and Information
Technologies, the requirements for
teachers are increasing. The wuse of
modern internet technologies in the
educational process leads not to the
replacement of teachers with computer
systems, but to changes in the role and
functions of teachers, complicating
teaching activities [8].

The use of computer technologies in
learning English not only opens students
access to new sources of information, but
also increases the effectiveness of
independent work (independent
preparation of mini-projects on the topic
of communication and their presentation),
provides new opportunities for creativity.
Thanks to this, students can learn more
material than in traditional training, show
their real knowledge [7: 98].

The use of Information and
communication technologies in teaching a
foreign language is mainly aimed at
solving four types of didactic tasks,
including:

1. The computer helps you effectively
solve an existing system of didactic tasks.

2. The computer solves individual
didactic tasks while maintaining the
overall structure, goals, and objectives of
machine-free learning. At the same time,
the educational content itself is not
embedded in the computer. This function
is widely represented in dialog learning
systems that model the teacher's activity.

4. Computer as a demonstration tool
for presenting authentic texts, recordings,
movies, etc.

But there are disadvantages in working
with information sources, because foreign-
language materials are absorbed rather
inefficiently: students treat them not as a
means of information exchange, but as a
subject of study [8: 22]. So, working with
foreign-language sources is aimed at
encouraging students to change their

attitude to language acquisition. For
example, you can use translation
programs.

The presented methods are aimed at
creating a personal intellectual and
informational product for students and
comparing it with existing cultural
samples. It is necessary to transform
information so that "learning is useful,
interesting and not difficult for the child"
(Ya. Komensky). It should be remembered
that the teacher's activity should be aimed
at pedagogical innovations and the
content of educational information and
adapting it to the possibilities of
assimilation by students [8]. And
pedagogical innovations are characterized
by such specific content features:

1.In personal models, training is
conducted at a high level of complexity. In
the personality-oriented model, the
educational material adapts in accordance
with the difficulties that appear during
assimilation and is transformed as much
as it is necessary to do this for its full
assimilation [8: 177-178].

2. Modern educational methods are
aimed at transforming the educational
material, its adaptation in relation to the
features of individual-personal
psychophysiological development of the
individual.

3. Innovative models, like the type of
training, are about openness and
originality.

4. Pedagogical innovations allow us to
form an innovative personality. Most
researchers of pedagogical innovations
argue that one of the main principles in
the 21st century should be the principle of
encouraging creativity, where the

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development of creative abilities requires
both the teacher and students the ability
of the brain to form images, and can occur
within any discipline.

The main competence that is formed in
English classes is communicative. This
means that it is necessary to introduce
personality-oriented communication. This
is exactly what interactive learning
methods contribute to, the essence of
which is that the educational process
takes place wunder the condition of
constant, active interaction of all
students. In English classes, preference is
given to interactive  methods  of
cooperative, collective and group learning,
intuitive modeling technologies, and
discussion questions.

A cooperative form of educational
activity is a form of organizing training in
small groups (subgroups) of students
united by a common goal.

With such an organization of training,
the teacher directs the work of each
subject of training through the tasks with
which he directs the activities of the
group. Pair work is used both as a
separate teaching method and as a
preparatory stage for group work, which
helps students develop interactive skills.

1. Reading.

Reading authentic texts is an essential
part of any activity. The ability to get the
necessary information from a large text in
a short time is formed by skimming.

If the text is very long, it can be divided
into separate parts, and each student will
work on his or her own part of the text.
When the message is announced,
students listen carefully and take some
notes. Then a few minutes are given to
recreate the sequence of all the passages
in the text. Students read out their
answers. The version that matches the
original wins.

2. Listening in pairs.

You can diversify listening to authentic
monologue speech and motivate students
to be attentive by working in pairs on the
task. The practical goal is to teach
students to listen to an authentic text in
order to obtain the necessary information,
to develop monologue and dialogic
speaking skills.

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First, the teacher introduces the
questions to the audio text and divides the
students into pairs. The audio recording of
the text is played. After listening, students
tell each other what they have learned.
This way, both students will have the
answers to the questions as a result of
this activity.

Role-playing can be the final productive
stage of working with the audio recording.
Students are asked to recreate the events
of the listening message by acting out the
events in pairs.

3. Advantages of using interactive
methods.
English classes using interactive

methods have a number of advantages:

1) a lot of work with authentic
material, dramatizations or discussions,
after listening; reacting to drawings and
objects; arguing about events;

2) dialogue of cultures;

3) interactive communication between
the reader and the text;

4) practical orientation contributes to
the formation of social competence;

5) students learn a living language;

6) communication in the language
environment through the involvement of
audio films, songs, newspapers,
magazines, correspondence in  the
educational process.

4. Introduction of interactive working
methods in English classes.

For the effectiveness of using
interactive working methods in English
classes, the following tasks are included:

- communication — to teach the creative
application of acquired knowledge in new
situations, to analyze and systematize
information, and to express one's opinion,;

- educational - to deepen and
systematize knowledge on the topic;

- educational - to teach independent
work and work in groups, taking into
account the individual characteristics,
interests and capabilities of accomplices
in the process.

The use of interactive teaching methods
involves the introduction of such
approaches to teaching English.

A communicative approach. In teaching
English, it is important to develop
student’s communicative competence,

In the process of learning using a
communicative approach, students
acquire communicative competence — the
ability to use the language correctly and
appropriately, depending on the specific
speech situation. Therefore, the
educational goal of the communicative
approach is to master communicative
competence.

The communicative approach as a
means of teaching foreign languages,
aimed at the development and
improvement of the individual, the
disclosure of its reserve capabilities and
creative potential, creates prerequisites for
effective improvement of the educational
process in higher educational institutions
[1: 152-153].

Its variety is the cognitive and
communicative approach of teaching. It is
based on the principle of awareness
during learning. According to this
approach, the study of any linguistic
phenomenon should be based on an
understanding of its origin and use in
speech. Exercises of a cognitive and
communicative nature should capture
students ' attention, encourage their
interest in further assimilation, teach
them to analyze, compare, generalize, and
find relationships [5: 58].

The communicative approach as a
means of teaching foreign languages,
aimed at the development and
improvement of the individual, the
disclosure of its reserve capabilities and
creative potential, creates prerequisites for
effective improvement of the educational
process in higher educational institutions
[1: 152-153].

A constructivist approach is also
important in learning English. It consists
in active training of students. The task of
the teacher is not to teach, but to promote
the educational process. The lesson is
action-oriented. Students are encouraged
to build their own knowledge.

A positive feature of the constructivist
approach is the ability of students to
approach real life situations, "survive"
them using a foreign language, and be

When choosing certain approaches, the
teacher must adhere to certain criteria
and set goals that will be achieved,
namely: 1) analysis of students' language
needs depending on the chosen specialty;
2) orientation to practical use of the
language; 3) focus on teaching orientation
in foreign-language material and in a
foreign-language environment; 4) teaching
students to conduct conversations on
professional topics and develop their own
projects [2: 21-22].

These teaching goals should be realized
through a number of techniques,
approaches and methods. One of the most
effective approaches is communicative,
which allows you to introduce such a
technique as brainstorming, game and
problem methods into the learning
process. Brainstorming is the process of
solving a problem based on stimulating
creative activity, developing search and
research competencies, creativity and
communication skills, and helping you
master the skills of working in a group.
The game method forces students to solve
a variety of problems, contributing to the
formation of appropriate types of speech
activity. The problem method is based on
real-life examples and involves students '
independent  formation of problem
situations and collective search for their
solution [2: 22].

The content and method of teaching
English should meet the current interests
and meet the needs of the student, that is,
recreate the environment that is closest to
real life. To do this, the English teacher
should show more interest in the
specialties of students, be aware of the
main achievements in the relevant
industries. It is necessary to constantly
keep in touch with teachers of special
disciplines to determine topical issues of
future professions of students [4: 51].

The education system trains a
specialist to work not only in the near
future, but also in the rather long term.
The detailed conditions and nature of
these activities are difficult to predict.
Therefore, the choice and justification of
the content of education, in particular the

some predictive function. This means that
the teacher of each academic discipline
should be guided by himself and orient
students on the prospects of effective use
of the acquired knowledge, skills and
abilities in future activities, on the
formation of their ability and internal need
for constant self-study, self-education and
self-improvement throughout active work
[4: 51].

Conclusions and research
perspectives. The main goal of teaching
English in higher educational institutions
is to form students ' communicative
competence, which is based on
communicative approaches formed on the
basis of language knowledge and skills. Of
course, without the introduction of
innovative teaching methods, the proper
result cannot be achieved.

We must reorient the educational
process to partnership, that is, to the
cooperation of all participants in the
educational process. Teaching a foreign
language should be more active, not
informative, because students learn
languages more successfully through
actions — speech and non - speech-and
their integration. For students, training in
the form of practical activities forms the
basis of their true knowledge.

The communicative approach is largely
aimed at the student. Its purpose is to
interest them in learning the language by
accumulating and expanding their
knowledge and experience. It is also
necessary to develop knowledge and skills
on the methodology of teaching English,
reveal the essence of the methods,
principles and practice of a
communicative approach to teaching
English, and improve the practice of
foreign language proficiency.

To achieve these goals, it is important
to use active forms of work and innovative
methods. The use of interactive methods
in English classes will increase the level of
students’ motivation in learning English.
