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COMPETENCE-BASED APPROACH TO THE TRAINING OF ENGLISH
PHILOLOGY BACHELORS IN HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS OF UKRAINE

The article examines the preparation of bachelors of English philology in higher education institutions
of Ukraine based on the competence approach. A competence approach to the professional training of
future specialists deepens the practical orientation of education, emphasizes the role of experience, the
ability to practically implement knowledge, establishing the subordination of knowledge to skills and
emphasizes the results of education, considering them not as the sum of learned information, but the
ability of a person to solve life and professional tasks, to act in various problem situations. It is focused
the attention on the content of the Standard of Higher Education of Ukraine in the field of knowledge 03
"Humanities" in the specialty 035 "Philology", analytical competences of future philology bachelors
(integral, general, special), which are components of their professional competence. The developed
general and professional competences will contribute to the introduction of qualitative changes to the
training system of the student philologists. On the example of the educational and professional program
of Kyiv National Linguistic University (bachelor's degree in specialty 035 "Philology"” field of knowledge
03 "Humanities" with specialization 035.041 — German languages and literature (including translation),
the first — English) the content of the competence paradigm of bachelor's training is specified, the terms of
training are determined, the competences are clarified according to the specialization, the content of the
educational components that allow students to achieve the program results are outlined.

A conclusion was made about the importance of preparing a bachelor in English philology in the
modemn conditions of the globalization and integration character of the development of the educational
field, precisely on the basis of the competence approach, which gives the specialists the opportunity to
realize themselves in the future professional field not only in Ukraine, but also on the European and
world labor markets.

Introduction of the issue. Today, the
domestic system of higher education is
characterized by reform processes. The
changes concern not only the content,
forms, and methods of education, but also
the methodology of the educational
process, in particular, the principles and
methodological approaches to its
organization, which affected all areas of
professional training of students of higher
education. In the wake of globalization and
the frantic pace of development of modern
technologies, the English language is
gaining special relevance as a means of
multicultural wunity. This language has
become a universal means of interaction
and communication of different cultures
and peoples, and this is precisely why the
interest in the specialty "English philology"
and the international demand for
specialists in this specialty are determined
by this. At the same time, domestic
institutions of higher education strive to
train specialists who are competitive and
suitable for professional activities not only
in our country, but also in Europe and the
world. Therefore, when developing the
Standard of Higher Education of the first
(bachelor) level of the field of knowledge 03
Humanities, specialty 035 "Philology”",
which was approved and put into effect by

the results of many years of work of
Ukrainian scientists and practitioners in
English philology, but as well as Standards

and recommendations for quality
assurance in the European Higher
Education Area (ESG) [15: 32], A
Framework for Qualifications of the
European Higher Education Area [16],
Common European Framework of
Reference  for  Languages: Learning,

Teaching, Assessment (2011), the National
Framework of Qualifications [13: 14|, the
Law of Ukraine "On Higher Education"
(2014).

The analysis of the industry standard
allows us to state that the main factor in
the development of this document was a
competence-based approach to the training
of philologists. The standard outlines the
system of competences necessary for the
preparation of bachelors in the specialty
035 "Philology" for successful qualified
professional activity. Its components are
integral, general and professional
competences that determine the specifics of

bachelor's training in specialty 035
"Philology".

Research methodology includes general
theoretical methods: analysis and

synthesis of pedagogical and philological
literature on the research issue,
documentary base on the training of
philologists; comparison, systematization,
generalization, interpretation of existing
theoretical approaches; analytical
induction as a technique for the formation
of universal statements regarding the
determination of the requirements of the
competence approach to the training of
bachelors in the specialty 035 "Philology”

(035.041 - Germanic languages and
literature (including translation), the first —
English).

Current state of the issue. Studying
the results of scientists' research confirms
that the issue of using the competence
approach in education is urgent in modern
pedagogy. The theory of the competence
approach was developed and presented in
the works of both foreign (R. Badera,
D. Mertensa, B. Oskarsona, A. Sheltena)

Ukrainian
perspectives of the competence approach in

modern education were studied by
scientists I. Bekh, N. Bibik, L. Vashchenko,
I. Yermakov, O. Lokshyna, O. Ovcharuk,

L. Parashchenko, O. Pometun,
O. Savchenko, S. Trubachova and others.

Scientists I. Ahapov, V. Bolotov,
A. Verbytskyi, I. Zymnia, E. Zeier,
A. Zolotarova, M. Katunova, V. Laptiev,
O. Lebediev, N. Radionova, V. Serikov,

A. Triapytsyna, A. Khutorskyi, S. Shyshov
and others.

So, in particular, S. Vitvytska, V. Lozova,
T. Sydorenko, L. Baranovska and other
scientists investigated the aspect of using

the competence approach in the
professional training of philologists.
Researcher N. Aristova considered the

competence approach to the formation of
the professional subjectivity of future
philologists [1: 32]. §S. Vitvytska paid
attention to the conceptual apparatus on
this issue, noting that in the definitions of
the concepts of competency, competence,
readiness, mastery, professionalism, one
can trace the relationship,
interdependence, gradual building up and
expansion of knowledge, abilities, skills,
enrichment of erudition, improvement of
qualities and personality properties [6: 7].
T. Sydorenko, considered the
terminological correlation of the basic
concepts of the competence approach, in
particular competency, competence,
competent, professionalism was analyzed.
A cluster analysis of professionally
significant competences and competencies
of a teacher in their hierarchical
relationship and interdependence was
carried out [14: 8]. In L. Baranovska's
scientific work, the use of the experience of
forming a philologist in the universities of
European countries to improve the
language training of a domestic student
was analyzed [2: 29].

All scientists are unanimous in their
opinion that the unity of philological theory
and practice (acquired philological
knowledge and its implementation during
professional activity) is an integral part of
the process of professional training of
philologists, regardless of specialty. The
researchers emphasized that philological

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training contributes to the development of
professionally important qualities of a
specialist: humanitarian orientation,
interest in native speakers and their
language, literature, culture, and history.

The relevance of the investigated issue is
due to the fact that to be competent means
to be able to implement knowledge, apply
experience, will and emotional state to
solve problems in specific situational
conditions. According to many Ukrainian
scientists, competence is not reduced to
knowledge and skills in quantitative terms,
but without knowledge and acquired
personal experience, mastering Kkey
competences is not possible.

Aim of research: substantiation of the
significance of the competence approach
for training specialists in philology and
clarifying the structure of professional
competence of bachelors in the specialty

035 '"Philology", 035.041 - Germanic
languages and literature (including
translation), the first — English.

Results and discussion. The Law of

Ukraine "On Education" directly states
that: "The purpose of education is the
comprehensive development of a person as
an individual and the highest value of
society, talents, intellectual, creative and
physical abilities, the formation of values
and competences necessary for successful
self-realization, the education of
responsible citizens, who are capable of
making a conscious social choice and
directing their activities for the benefit of
other people and society, enriching on this
basis the intellectual, economic, creative,
and cultural potential of the Ukrainian
people, raising the educational level of
citizens in order to ensure the sustainable
development of Ukraine and its European
choice" [9]. Therefore, we faced an urgent
task of clarifying the structure of the
professional competence of bachelors in
English philology who are being trained at
the Higher Education Institutions of
Ukraine.

We would like to build the coverage of
this issue by analyzing it according to the
following algorithm: 1) clarification of the
specifics of the professional competence of
the future bachelor of philology, who is a
student of higher education at the Higher

First of all, the essence of competence
should be clarified; determine which
principles cause the relevant statements;
how the level of the student's formed
competence manifests itself. In scientific
works, you can often find two similar
concepts that are closely related:
competency and competence. According to
the large explanatory dictionary of the

modern  Ukrainian  language, these
concepts are interpreted as follows:
"competency" is identified as good

knowledge of something; scope of authority
of a certain organization or person.
"Competent" is a characteristic of an
individual who has a sufficient level of
knowledge in any field; qualified, based on
knowledge, well versed in something,
understanding. Professional competence is
a basic characteristic of a specialist's
activity; it includes both substantive
(knowledge) and  procedural (skills)
components and has the main essential
features, namely: mobility of knowledge,
flexibility of methods of professional
activity and critical thinking [5].

The concept of "competence", according
to the Law of Ukraine "On Higher
Education" (2014), is "a dynamic
combination of knowledge, abilities, skills,
ways of thinking, views, values, and other
personal qualities, which determines a
person's ability to successfully socialize,
conduct a professional or further
educational activity" [8].

V. Miliaieva considers competence as a
personal category, and competence as
separate integrated knowledge and skills
[11: 208]. M. Ronald proposed the
definition of professional competence as
the habitual and intelligent wuse of
communication, knowledge, technical

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skills, reasoning, emotions, values and
reflections in daily practice with the benefit
not only for oneself, but also for the
community as a whole.

We are impressed by the opinion of
N. Bilous that the main value of the
competence model of education is the
formation of students' ability to determine
their goals, readiness to make decisions
and act in typical and non-standard
circumstances. Therefore, competence is a
generic scientific concept that denotes the
integrated personal quality of a specialist
or a person mastering a profession in an
educational institution, which is formed by
a set of relevant knowledge, skills and
experience in their use, and certifies the
readiness and ability of an individual for
productive professional activity. Therefore,
the final result of professional training
should not be separate knowledge, abilities
and skills, but an integrative new
formation, a complex quality formed from
the system of these knowledge, abilities
and skills [4: 250].

Analyzing the structure of competence,
L. Baranovska considers its integral result
of the interaction of the following
components: motivational, target,
orientation, functional and evaluation [3:
13].

Having analyzed the main provisions of
the investigated issue, we can conclude
that the goal of a modern institution of
higher education is the formation of a
specialist who possesses a high level of
professionalism and culture. The
professional competence of the future
philologist is a system consisting of
theoretical knowledge, practical skills and
personal qualities and which ensures the
readiness for qualified performance of the
professional duties.

Training of specialists with higher
education is carried out according to
relevant educational or scientific programs
at different levels of higher education:
primary level (short cycle); first (bachelor)
level; second (master's) level; the third
(educational-scientific/educational-
creative) level; scientific level. These levels
are regulated by the National Framework of
Qualifications, which is intended for use by
executive authorities, institutions and

It is appropriate to note that in Ukraine,
as in most countries of the world,
professional training in English philology is
graded, as higher education institutions
prepare bachelors, masters and Doctor of
Philosophy in this specialty. According to
the current legislation on higher education
in Ukraine, a bachelor's degree is an
educational degree obtained at the first
level of higher education and awarded by a
higher education institution as a result of
the successful completion by the student of
higher education of an educational and
professional program, the volume of which
is 180-240 ECTS credits.

The first (bachelor's) level of higher
education corresponds to the seventh level
of the National Framework of Qualifications
and provides for a person to acquire
theoretical knowledge and practical skills
and abilities sufficient for the successful
performance of professional duties in the
chosen specialty. A person has the right to
obtain a bachelor's degree, if there is a
complete general secondary education [7:
148].

Continuing the analysis of the key
provisions on the issue of the competence
approach, one should refer directly to the
Standard of Higher Education of Ukraine:
first (bachelor) level, field of knowledge 03

Humanities, specialty 035 "Philology",
which guarantees the acquisition of
professional competences sufficient for
training a bachelor of philology in

institutions of higher education of Ukraine.
According to the Standard of Higher
Education, the main goals of training in the
specialty 035 "Philology" are to train
specialists capable of solving complex
specialized tasks and practical items in the
field of philology, which are characterized
by the complexity and uncertainty of
conditions, namely in activities related to
analysis, creation (in particular,
translation) and evaluation of written and

oral texts of various genres and styles,
organization of successful communication
in different languages. The use of such
methods, techniques and technologies as
general scientific and special philological
methods of analysis of linguistic units,
methods and techniques of language and
literature research, information and
communication technologies is envisaged

In the scope of our research, the
formation of the system of program
competences: integral, general and special
is envisaged for the future bachelor of
philology through training in this specialty.
Thus, the integral competence of a
graduate consists in the ability to solve
complex specialized tasks and practical
items in the field of philology (linguistics,
literary studies, folkloristics, translation) in
the process of professional activity or
training, which involves the application of

theories and methods of philological
science. General competences form a
number of important vectors of a

specialist's development (both professional
and personal): the ability to realize one's
rights and responsibilities as a member of
society, to be aware of the values of civil
society and the need for its sustainable
development, the rule of law, the rights and
freedoms of a person and a citizen in
Ukraine; the ability to communicate in the
state language both orally and in writing;
the ability to learn and master modern
knowledge; ability to work in a team and
autonomously; skills in using information
and communication technologies.

Particular attention should be paid to
the formation of special (professional)
competences, which, in turn, form a future
specialist, an expert in the field. Thus, the
following is formed in the learning process:
awareness of the structure of philological
science and its theoretical foundations; the
ability to use knowledge about language as
a special sign system, its nature, functions,
levels in professional activities; ability to
collect and analyze, systematize and
interpret linguistic, literary, folklore facts,
interpret and translate text; the ability to
organize business communication [12].

Institutions of higher education, when
forming educational programs, specify the
competences and results determined by
them in accordance with a certain
philological specialization and may define
additional ones. As an illustration of the
above, we will carry out an analysis of a
specific educational and professional
program of higher education institutions
for a broader idea and understanding of its
importance in the preparation of a
bachelor's degree in English philology in
modern conditions.

So, in particular, Kyiv National
Linguistics University offers to obtain a
bachelor's degree in the specialty 035
"Philology" branch of knowledge 03
"Humanities" with the specialization
035.041 - German languages and literature
(including translation), the first — English
in 3 years and 10 months. The total volume
of the educational program is 240 ECTS.
The professionally oriented educational
program is focused on comprehensive
training of philologist specialists who
possess a wide range of professional
abilities and skills. The training of such
specialists is carried out in directions that
are relevant in the modern labor market
and are related to information-analytical,
translation, literary studies, and teaching
activities. The program envisages a possible
further scientific and professional career.
The main focus of the program is aimed at
forming the ability to carry out foreign

language communicative activities in
various professional spheres, as well as
conducting research in the fields of
linguistics, translation  studies and

literature studies based on the acquired
knowledge and skills in English and a
second foreign language, their teaching
methods, and translation.

A bachelor of philology can work in the
scientific, literary, publishing, and
educational fields; in teaching positions in
institutions of general secondary education
(if the educational program includes a cycle
of psychological-pedagogical and
methodical disciplines and the completion
of pedagogical practice); in mass media; in
various foundations, unions, humanitarian
foundations, museums, art and cultural

75% of the volume of the educational
program "English language and literature,
second foreign language, translation" is
aimed at ensuring general and special
(professional) competences, defined by the
Standard of Higher Education by specialty.

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An important component of the
educational and professional program are
educational components: mandatory and
optional. The content of the mandatory
component has a clear correlation with the
competences defined by the program. So,
in particular, the following educational
disciplines are particularly significant for
the formation of special competences:

linguistics, introduction to translation

studies, second foreign language, history of
foreign literature, pedagogy and methods of
teaching foreign languages, introduction to
Germanic philology, history of the English
language, theory and practice of English
translation, etc. The variable component of
the educational program contributes to the
formation of the individual educational

trajectory of the student, the future
bachelor of English philology [10: 19].
Conclusions and research

perspectives. Therefore, the analysis of
scientific sources, the Standard of Higher
Education of Ukraine, the educational and
professional program, the result of own
research allows us to conclude that the
preparation of a future bachelor in English
philology should be based on the principles
of the competence approach. The
implementation of this methodological
approach in the process of becoming a
future philologist creates the necessary
conditions for the formation of integral,
general and special competences, which
will provide higher education students with
the opportunity to achieve successful self-
realization and self-actualization in various

areas of future professional activity.
Education wusing a competence-based
approach, standardized according to

international and European requirements,
prepares a bachelor of English philology to
work in unforeseen circumstances.

We see the perspective of future research
in the analysis of the Australian system of
training a bachelor in English philology for
further comparative analysis of the
obtained results and improvement of the
domestic experience in training a future
specialist in the philological profile.
