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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE EXPERIENCE OF ORGANIZING ADULT
EDUCATION IN THE BALTIC COUNTRIES

V. V. Vashchenko*

The study is devoted to the issue of the priority of formal, non-formal and informal adult education
in Latvia, Lithuania, and Estonia. The article analyzes the most significant advantages and
disadvantages of each of the analyzed forms of education. The defining psychological and
pedagogical characteristics of formal pedagogical education are identified, in particular,
normativeness, systematicity, standardization, and continuous control by state authorities. The main
downsides of the formal pedagogical education system in the studied countries are determined as
situational irrelevance to the specific needs of the adult target audience and likelihood of its emergence
in the context of the modern labor market. In the process of the study, the main forms of informal
education were identified, including one-time lectures and video lessons, online consultations,
communication tools, and others. It is noted that the disadvantages of informal pedagogical education
in Latvia, Lithuania, and Estonia contain such factors as non-systematicity, short-term orientation of
educational services, and ignoring the need to verify educational information according to the criteria
of its scientific validity. It has been established that the concept of non-formal education determines
the prerequisites for self-realization, acquisition of new knowledge, skills and abilities, increasing
motivation and the level of professional competence. It has been proven that non-formal education,
while not necessarily purposeful and structured, actively contributes to the expansion of professional
knowledge, skills and abilities and is positioned as one of the key competencies of the individual. It
has been argued that the harmonious combination of formal, non-formal and informal education
provides a synergistic effect on the efficiency of the educational process in the Baltic countries. Also,
It has been found that the educational environment in the era of internationalization provides for
academic mobility, active international relations, projects, research initiatives and academic
programs, as well as the integration of the international, intercultural and global dimension into the
goals of higher education. Policies and programs that should be implemented in response to
globalization as a tool for maximizing its potential, have been identified. It has been proven that
informal education is flexible, not limited by time frames, does not involve certain procedural
formalities, and at the same time, is aimed at the process of increasing the level of life activity, allowing
adult individuals to increase their own socio-economic status.

Introduction of the issue. The concept IIocraHoBKa mpobaemu. Kouilemniris

of lifelong learning, which is currently
positioned as a priority strategy for the
development of a European integrated
educational environment, provides for a
person to receive the main types of
education throughout their lifetime -
formal, non-formal and informal. Latvia,
Lithuania and Estonia, as representative
states in the context of intensive progress
in the direction of European integration
processes, serve as an example of the
experience of implementing various types
of adult education, on the basis of which
conclusions can be drawn about the
advantages and disadvantages of each of
them.

The need to clarify the role of each of the
above types of education in educational

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systems, the unresolved issue of crediting
the results of non-formal and informal
learning within the framework of formal
education determine the relevance of the
research topic.

Current state of the issue. Many
scientists, in particular J. Lantukh [1],
M. Kyrychenko [2], O.Islamova [3],
I. Ozarchuk [4], paid attention to the study
of aspects of the development of informal
education as a basis for continuous self-
improvement of specialists, as well as the
processes of internationalization of the
educational environment in Latvia,
Lithuania, and Estonia. These researchers
believe that the formation of a model of
informal education is an important
direction for increasing the efficiency of the
system of continuous adult education in
the countries of the Baltic region.

According to L. Antonyuk [5], the
functions of informal education as an
important element of continuous education
should be the basis for stimulating
professional and personal self-
improvement. A similar opinion is shared
by S. Daukilas, B. Sloka, I. Buligina,
A. Anuzis [6], who argue that informal
education plays a huge role in improving
the quality of professional activity and the

effectiveness of professional
implementation.
Scientists have revealed the

interpretation of the concept of formal
education, its main features and
advantages (I. Briza, A. Pipere [7]); the
essence of informal education and the
main ways of its implementation have been
clarified (B. Leask [8]); the directions,
content of informal education and its
methodological support have been
characterized (G. Papanastasiou,
A. Drigas, C. Skianis [9]); The pedagogical
conditions for the successful integration of
formal, non-formal and informal education
have been identified and substantiated
(Y. Arifin, T. Sastria, E. Barlian [10]).
However, the issue of the priority of these
types of education in the context of adults
has not been sufficiently studied.

Aim of the research is to reveal the
essence of formal, non-formal, informal
adult education in Latvia, Lithuania,
Estonia, and to analyze the key advantages

and disadvantages of each of the above-
mentioned types of education.

Results and discussion. Investments in
education and professional training, the
formation of various competencies and
continuous professional development
contribute to the growth of the quality of
human resources (HR) — the basis of effective
socio-economic development. In the context
of innovative transformation of social
processes, the implementation of the
mechanism for motivating adult individuals
in the direction of systematic, continuous
independent improvement of the level of
individual competence becomes relevant.

In a number of foreign countries, it has
long been realized that ensuring a high level
of competitiveness of a specialist in the labor
market is impossible without constant self-
education and self-improvement. The
relevance of informal education is intensified
due to the conditions for promoting personal
and professional development [2].

As the experience of Latvia, Lithuania,
Estonia shows, the implementation of
informal education can be carried out
through the integration of innovative
educational methods of modular, distance,
blended learning, which contribute to the
development of creativity and motivate the
individualization of the educational
process.

Analysis of the proportion of adults
involved in the informal education system
in individual member states of the
European Community, such as Latvia,
Lithuania, Estonia (Fig. 1), allows us to
state that the average for Europe is about
10%, that is, every tenth student. At the
same time, this indicator for Latvia and
Estonia is 9.3%, which corresponds to the
average European value, and for Lithuania
it is somewhat lower — 6.8% [11].

Formal education in Latvia, Lithuania,
Estonia is a traditional form of education
according to approved programs in the
differentiation of levels of education,
specialties, qualifications and branches
of knowledge. Its main advantages are
normativeness and  standardization,
systematicity and continuous control,
which ensures the effectiveness of the
educational process. Among the
shortcomings of formal education, it is

An alternative that can overcome the
shortcomings of formal education is
positioned as informal education in the
Baltic countries, which offers a
fundamentally new approach to acquiring
knowledge, skills and abilities. Informal
adult education is expressed in the form of
regular advanced training and internships,
individual tutoring or specialized
introductory courses.

Informal education in Latvia, Lithuania,
Estonia is identified as an organized
formation, however, in contrast to the formal
method, it is not limited by regulatory
requirements and regulations and is
acquired at a convenient time for education
seekers. Receiving informal education can be
confirmed by an appropriate -certificate,
diploma of advanced training, certificate,
which are recognized in industry and local
formations.

A significant advantage of informal adult
education is its voluntary and motivated
basis in synergy with the possibility of

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maximum adaptation of educational services
to the needs of the education seeker. At the
same time, among the downsides, it is
necessary to note the lack of educational
standards in order to expand marketing
opportunities, which, of course, is noted at
the level of education quality, as well as
temporary and institutional and personnel
limitations, non-systemic and short-term
nature of the provision of educational
services [9]. Informal education, given the
advantages and disadvantages, is positioned
as an effective auxiliary tool for improving
professional competence and skills of adults.

Formal and informal education does
not allow to fully achieve the main goal of
modern education — to form a personality
that is able to effectively realize their own
capabilities, to be mobile and adaptive to
the dynamic conditions of future
professional activity. Education is
currently treated as a global process of
constant updating of knowledge, which is
practically impossible to provide without
informal education.

The strategy of informal education in
terms of internationalization allows for
the optimal formation of lifelong skills, to
supplement the  deficit of their
professional competence. In the process
of interaction with formal and non-formal

education, informal adult education
acquires innovative features.
The democratic nature of informal

education causes a number of its obvious

advantages and disadvantages.
Implemented without restrictions in
terms of place and time, informal
education is a direct acquisition of

knowledge, mastery of skills and abilities
in the process of professional or non-
professional activity. At the same time,
informal education does not provide for
the recipient to receive any documentary
evidence of the acquired knowledge,
abilities and skills [7].

An example of informal education of a
specialist can be personally initiated
attendance of targeted classes and
lectures, online training and video
lessons, study of specialized industry
scientific literature, or acquisition of
practical knowledge directly in the
process of undertaking professional

tasks. The outlined approach makes it
possible to increase the competitiveness
of a specialist in the labor market through
the acquisition of innovative knowledge,
skills and abilities that are partially or
significantly = different from  those
possessed by competing specialists. On
the other hand, the contextual nature of
informal education creates risks of
locality of its results, which may be
unsuitable for use in altered initial
conditions [5].

One of the most significant downsides
of informal adult education is its
exceptionality. Most of the knowledge,
skills and abilities of informal education
are acquired by the education seeker due
to the previous occurrence of a situation
that actualizes the urgent need and
irreplaceability of their acquisition. Thus,
the motivational basis of informal
education can play the role of an element
of risk for professional activity. The
exceptional nature of the informal
education system clearly represents the
inability of its seeker to use preventive
methods of systematic and adaptive
prevention of potential problem
situations during professional activity [8].

Given the close relationship between
formal, non-formal and informal
education systems, the Ilatter allows
optimizing the structure of formal
education by introducing innovative
elements of informal learning, which
allows developing existing and forming
new competencies of the student.
Informal education is based on
independent monitoring of changes in
industry legislation, participation in
seminars, online events, conferences
dedicated to current  issues  of
occupational safety, experience analytics,
while widely using the potential of social

networks and information and

communication technologies [6].
Informal learning has a greater

correlation between levels of prior

education and forms of its acquisition,
compared to formal and non-formal
education in the Baltic countries. The
correlation between the level of prior
education and the degree of involvement
in different forms of education seems

In terms of the integration of the
educational environment of the European
community, it is considered necessary to
study the requirements of European
legislation in the field of standardization of
quality indicators of informal education,
because the processes of European
integration will determine the professional
requirements of the new time for a specialist
in the period of post-war reconstruction of
Ukraine.

Effective = implementation of adult
education methods that differ from
traditional ones involves the formation of a
comprehensive approach to optimizing
educational activities through the
digitalization of most processes, considering
the existing practical experience of foreign
countries and the individual characteristics
of the educational process. It is worth noting
that ICT for education gained widespread
development during the pandemic, which
was characterized by the mass adaptation of

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educational institutions of all levels to the
use of exclusively distance technologies in
the educational process.

The ©blended Ilearning methodology
provides for a number of variations in the
format of the process implementation, in
particular, combining the face-to-face form
with the distance form, the synthesis of the
main educational content with an external
resource, the synergy of multi-format
learning with the active implementation of
the potential of electronic resources, which
can maximally satisfy the educational needs

of education seekers [4]. The basic
characteristics of the blended type of
learning are individualization and

personalization of the educational process, a
high level of requirements for self-control,
the introduction of digital educational
resources that create opportunities for
optimizing communication, as well as
interactivity, adaptability, variability of forms
of educational content, and digitalization of
processes. It is worth noting that traditional

characteristics also remain relevant, in
particular, structure, scientificity,
systematic presentation of educational

material, and clarity [8].

Blended learning methodologies in the
Baltic countries have a number of features,
including the priority of independent activity
of education seekers, the dynamics of
accents in the relationships of participants
in educational communication, the provision
of individualized support, the involvement of
digital tools, and the active use of group
forms of work.

During the pandemic, the educational
process in the form of distance learning
revealed  insufficient flexibility @ and
limitations. In addition, participants in
educational communication were
unprepared for the digitalization of
individual educational processes. The use of
blended learning methodologies allows
overcoming most of the identified
shortcomings of the distance learning model,
while forming a number of priority
advantages: the ability to organize learning
according to individual educational
trajectories and the use of a flexible class
schedule, integrative adaptation of calendar-
thematic planning, mastering the full
module of material in video or wusing

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educational materials [10]. The algorithm for
combining synchronous and asynchronous
modes in the structure of the educational
process requires the development of specific
adaptive models. At the same time, class
time is used to the maximum for discussing
complex issues or practicing key points of
the material, ensuring high-quality feedback
from the teacher. After the class, students
expand their knowledge and skills with more
complex tasks.

The blended form creates opportunities
for the most effective wuse of live
communication, better adaptation and
increased motivation of participants in the
educational process. The learning process,
which ensures the acquisition of knowledge,
skills and abilities through the integration of
classroom and digital educational activities,
requires the combined use of elements of
traditional, electronic, distance and mobile
learning technologies, if there is a sufficient
level of self-control of education seekers [3].

The Dblended Ilearning methodology
harmonizes the use of learning time by adult
education seekers, provides high adaptive
capabilities of the educational process to
their individual needs, introduces
diversification of sources of knowledge,
promotes the use of dynamic diagnostic and
monitoring tools for educational
achievements, ensures the organization of
feedback communication, increases the level
of productivity and motivation of educational
activities.

A personalized approach to each
student in alternative forms of learning
allows optimizing the educational process
by adapting the speed and time factors,
which is treated as a practical
implementation of the principles of
equality and an individual approach in
education. Using interactive panels, it
becomes possible to organize learning in
such a way that all participants in the
communication educational process
receive the same information, while
everyone can independently determine
how much time to spend on learning [5].
Having access to both the lesson material
and the video recording, students can
watch it as many times as they need,
which will significantly increase their
success. The process and tools for

implementing assessment should
guarantee equal opportunities for
participants in the learning process and
open new horizons for awareness of their
own progress in learning. The blended
learning methodology is identified as an
adaptive structure, and therefore control

should also be dynamic, combining
individual assessments with the
monitoring of group work and team
projects. At the same time, the

assessment process can be implemented
by both the teacher and the online toolkit.
It is worth noting that exploiting self-
assessment significantly increases the
motivation of the student, stimulating
responsibility for the effectiveness of
learning. The indicator of psychological
well-being of all participants in the
educational process also requires special
attention. The toolkit for effective stress
management should become an
established practice among teachers and
students [7].

In the case of blended learning use, the
real educational process synergizes with
virtual components, which forms the

concept of more personalized and
effective learning for adult education
seekers. This approach allows

educational institutions of different levels
to adopt the most effective experience
from both educational process
methodologies, in particular, personal
connections and interaction from the
face-to-face learning system, as well as
adaptability, convenience and dynamics

from online learning. The blended
learning methodology also creates
favorable prerequisites for preparing

learners for the digital future, because
the value of competence in working with
digital technologies cannot be
overestimated considering the global
trend of digitalization of all spheres of
social life [2]. Skills such as information
analysis, creativity and emotional
intelligence, which are actively developed
in the process of blended learning, are
currently in extremely high demand and
are often crucial in eliminating gaps in
the educational process.

Among the undeniable advantages of
using blended learning methods, it is also

accessibility, which involves the constant
contact of the student with educational
materials with free determination of time,
place, method and pace of learning;
ensuring the systematic nature of various
forms of work, both traditional and
distance; as well as positioning adequate
and optimal goals, content and teaching
methods for each form of work [7]. In
blended learning technology, face-to-face
and distance learning forms function
equally, act in parity, each of which is
aimed at achieving certain goals.

A distance course differs from a
blended/hybrid course in the total
number of online classes in relation to
face-to-face communication. In the first
case, at least 80 percent of the course
content is taught online, while
blended/hybrid learning is characterized
by a range of 30-80 percent [9]. The
method and structure of the educational
environment are not the only things that
distinguish  blended and distance
learning from traditional face-to-face;
These learning methods also reimagine
traditional educational roles and provide
different learning opportunities.

Among the features of informal
education and blended learning for
adults, it is worth highlighting:

- flexibility, which allows you to study
simultaneously in several directions;

- modularity;
- digitalization of the educational
space, which creates a basis for

concentrated and unified presentation of
educational information and multi-access
to it;

- individualization of the educational
process;

- cognitive  orientation, which is
manifested in organization, the ability to
work independently and mastering digital
communication skills;

- human-centeredness, forming a
favorable atmosphere for acquiring
knowledge, skills and abilities and
developing creative abilities;

- equal opportunities for all students,
regardless of the influence of various
factors;

Thus, blended learning is a type of
hybrid educational methodology that
involves a combination of elements of
distance learning, traditional and self-
study, which has a number of advantages
such as, for example, the use of not only
modern interactive technologies as a
complement to traditional ones, but a
qualitatively new, transformative
approach to learning. Currently, there is
no single universal model of blended

learning, since the process of its
implementation is determined by the
context, national characteristics,

strategic advantages and the specifics of
a particular educational institution. At
the same time, the integral conceptual
basis of methodology is the integration of
digital tools and elements of e-learning,
partial face-to-face activity and a
personalized way of acquiring knowledge.

It is obvious that educational
institutions that actively implement the
blended learning model in Latvia,
Lithuania, Estonia ensure the
implementation of the accompanying
governance paradigm, as well as the
appropriate level of adaptability of the

educational process, considering the
symbiosis of synchronous and
asynchronous modes.

The effectiveness of the

implementation of the integration process
in the educational sphere depends on the
efficiency of managing various forms of
interaction. At the same time, the lack of
motivation among education seekers can
be increased by structuring work,
constant two-way communication,
attracting the potential of creativity and
emotional intelligence, and optimizing the
psychological state of participants in the
educational  process is  effectively
implemented through communicative
interaction during face-to-face classroom
consultations or video conferences. In the
era of global digital transformation, the
process of obtaining education is
readjusting and altering its own practical
role in social communication,

Conclusions and research
perspectives. The educational
environment in the era of
internationalization provides for
academic mobility, active international
relations, projects, research initiatives
and academic programs, as well as the
integration of the international,

intercultural and global dimension into
the goals of higher education. As the
experience of Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia
convincingly indicates, the harmonious
combination of formal, non-formal and
informal education provides a synergistic
effect on the quality of adult education.

Comparative experience of the above-
mentioned types of education states the
main advantages of formal education as
systematicity and consistency, the
creation of a structured educational
environment, the development of the
already formed critical thinking abilities
of the individual, encouraging it to
multifaceted analysis of the information
provided, evaluating arguments and
solving various professional problems,
etc.

As the experience of Latvia, Lithuania
and Estonia demonstrates, non-formal
education has the advantages of
encouraging practical learning and career
growth, the formation of professionally
important skills, flexibility in the
organization of the educational process,
and openness of the educational system.

According to the conclusions of foreign
scientists, the informal type of education
has convincing advantages in terms of
stimulating continuous self-education,
financial accessibility, practical
orientation of education, expanding the
opportunities of applicants, which allows
them to explore objects and areas of
activity that interest them.

Comparative analysis has shown that
the concept of informal education creates
prerequisites for self-realization,
acquiring new knowledge, skills and
abilities, increasing motivation and the
level of professional competence. Informal
education, while not necessarily
purposeful and structured, actively
