The researcher
argues that professional training for
language and literature teachers is a
complex and lengthy process that involves
intensive intellectual work during lectures
and independent cognitive activities by
students [7: 4].

O. Kutsevol also highlights the vital role
of methodology in preparing highly
qualified teachers, emphasizing its focus
on developing professional-methodological
knowledge, skills, and abilities, as well as
fostering creativity in future Ukrainian
literature teachers [5: 6].

programs.

This study will examine effective
methodological approaches that, in our
view, foster critical thinking, creativity, and
professional competence in  higher
education students. The methodology of
teaching Ukrainian literature is based on a
combination of traditional and innovative
approaches that ensure effective mastery of
educational material. A key methodological
approach is the competence-based
approach, which focuses on developing
students’ core competencies necessary for
effective teaching. This includes working
with texts, developing emotional
intelligence, fostering empathy, and
cultivating competencies such as literary,
communicative, digital, social, and civic
literacy.

Project-based learning is also of
significant importance, particularly in the
development of literary projects by higher
education students. Such projects allow for
a deeper understanding of specific topics
and the formation of research skills.
According to O. Potapchuk, a key aspect of
the project-based method is the
development of critical thinking, as well as
the ability to construct knowledge
independently and navigate the
information space [9]. The researcher
asserts that through project
implementation, students can gain
experience in  solving  professional
challenges in their future careers,
organizing collaborative work, analyzing
various information sources, formulating
and defending arguments, addressing
issues in non-standard situations,
presenting findings to an audience,
conducting self-assessment, and more [9].

In the modern educational environment,
the technological approach is
indispensable, particularly through the
integration of contemporary information
technologies, including multimedia
presentations, video analysis of literary
works, electronic textbooks, and digital

platforms. Specifically, the use of
information and communication
technologies (ICT) is emphasized.

According to T. Yatsenko, ICT enhances
the study of Ukrainian literature by

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fostering a  personalized approach,
enriching  cognitive and  emotional
engagement, stimulating diverse learning

activities, and aligning with global
educational trends, thereby advancing
modern national methodologies for

teaching Ukrainian literature [10: 295]. It
is essential to develop information and
communication competence, whereby the
primary objective for higher education
students is to prepare for professional
activities in the contemporary information
society and active participation in social
life. This entails the development of
creative abilities, self-realization, and self-
expression [2: 30].

Among the key methodological aspects,
interactive teaching methods should be
highlighted. These are widely utilized in
practical sessions on the methodology of
teaching Ukrainian literature, including
group work, discussions, debates, role-
playing games, and other activities aimed
at fostering active cognitive engagement.

Such methods contribute to the
development of communication skills and
critical thinking in higher education
students.

Another crucial methodological aspect is
the integrative approach, which combines
literature instruction with other forms of
art (visual arts, music, theater), history,
cultural studies, and linguistics to enhance
students' comprehension of aesthetic
values in literary works. According to
S. Kutova and O. Sviderska, integration
focuses on creating connections that
enable students to participate in various
activities relevant to real life. The authors
argue that modern integrative approaches
to preparing future educators should
merge theoretical knowledge, practical
skills, and life experiences. This approach
encompasses the integration of verbal,
practical, and laboratory methods,
situational and cognitive techniques, and
integrative learning blocks [4]. O. Antonova
and O. Vashchuk contend that the
integrative approach allows for more
substantive teacher preparation with
reduced time expenditure and should be
utilized as a fundamental strategy in
teacher training [1].

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An effective methodological approach
in the teaching of Ukrainian literature is
the emphasis on practical activities,
enabling students to apply acquired
knowledge in real-world contexts.
Methodology classes on Ukrainian
literature should incorporate lesson
analysis and lesson modeling using
diverse methodological techniques. For
instance, students might be tasked with
designing lesson plans or lesson
fragments that integrate both traditional
and innovative methodologies (for grades
5-7 under the New Ukrainian School
curriculum, as well as for wupper
secondary school). Additionally, students
could analyze a lesson conducted in a
classroom setting (or a video-recorded
lesson) or develop a role-playing lesson
plan based on an epic, lyrical, or dramatic
work. Among practical approaches, the
creation and presentation of original
methodological materials hold particular
significance. For example, students might
prepare a presentation on current issues
in the methodology of teaching Ukrainian
literature or outline and present the
stages of studying a selected literary work
in a structured format.

Among the methodological aspects
aimed at practical activities, particular
significance is attributed to pedagogical
practice. This practice enables students to
apply theoretical knowledge in a school
setting and is designed to help them
master their future profession, specifically
by developing professional skills in
organizing educational and research
activities with students. It facilitates the
acquisition of new teaching technologies
in Ukrainian literature, the accumulation

of pedagogical experience, and the
creation and practical application of
innovative teaching methods.

Additionally, it familiarizes students with
modern requirements for the educational
process in secondary schools, the
structure and content of curricula, best
teaching practices, the specifics of a
teacher's work, and the implementation of
the New Ukrainian School (NUS) concept.
It also helps students develop professional
competencies for conducting lessons

In methodology courses on teaching
Ukrainian literature, creative tasks are

widely employed. These include the
analysis  of literary  works, the
development of methodological plans,

and the creation of scripts for literary
events. For example, students are
assigned a creative task, "Project
Defense," where they develop and test
their own methodological project on a
chosen topic. To assist students, they
may be provided with recommended
stages for working on the project.

Another engaging activity involves
working with contemporary textbooks
and teaching aids, through which
students acquire skills in designing and
utilizing educational materials. One
creative task involves developing an
advertisement for a Ukrainian literature
textbook for the NUS to engage students'
interest. Another involves designing a
methodological project in which students
express their vision for a modern
Ukrainian literature teaching course and
propose an updated methodological
textbook.

A crucial component of studying
Ukrainian literature methodology is self-
education and professional development. It
is important to encourage higher education

students to participate in scientific
conferences, competitions, and research
projects.  According to  H. Tokman,

professional training for a language and
literature teacher is a complex and lengthy
process that requires independent
cognitive activity, including preparation for
practical classes, answering study plan
questions, completing written
assignments, and preparing for oral
presentations [7: 4].

L. Parkheta emphasizes the importance
of independent work for higher education
students in the methodology of teaching
Ukrainian literature. She examines the
forms, content, and types of independent
work, as well as a system of questions and
tasks for students’ self-directed learning in
literature methodology, paying particular
attention to research activities. The author
argues that, at the current stage of

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educational reform implementation, the
training of philology teachers capable of
critical thinking, finding solutions to
various pedagogical situations, and
developing an individualized approach to
the teaching process in accordance with
contemporary demands is of utmost
importance. Thus, the issue arises of
selecting such forms and methods of
instruction that can ensure active
interaction between instructors and higher
education  students, fostering their
academic and professional growth [8: 112].
This approach necessitates an educational
and psychological-pedagogical system in
which individual and differentiated
approaches to organizing independent
student work are prioritized.

For instance, students may be assigned
the following tasks during practical
methodology classes:

1. Analyze a current model curriculum
for Ukrainian literature in the NUS and
propose recommendations for its
improvement.

2. Prepare a review of a contemporary
methodological manual, specifying the
author, title, year, place of publication,
structure, content of tasks and questions,
highlighting strengths and weaknesses,
and evaluating its overall effectiveness.

3. Study and report on best teaching
practices in Ukrainian literature by
examining the creative work and
achievements of an experienced teacher.

4. Compile a catalog of innovative lesson
plans from recent professional
publications, including author, article title,
journal, year of publication, issue number,
and pages. Justify which plans are most
useful for teachers.

5. Create a recommended reading list on
the topic "Methods and Techniques for
Teaching Ukrainian Literature in the NUS."

6. Develop a system of literary games for
a specific topic, explaining their objectives,
content, and rules.

7. Design individual assignments for
studying an epic, lyrical, or dramatic work
by a selected writer.

8. Prepare a presentation on the use of
modern pedagogical technologies in
Ukrainian literature lessons within the
NUS.

In addition to these assignments,
students engage in various creative

For example, in the creative exercise
"Methodological Association," students
simulate a professional teachers' meeting,
selecting a focus and format for
discussion. This may include addressing
contemporary issues in literature teaching
methodology, exploring innovative
teaching methods, and analyzing best
teaching practices. They present reports,
discuss relevant publications, and
evaluate open lessons. Alternatively,
students might model a teachers' meeting
where they collaboratively develop
perspectives on literary analysis methods
in schools.

Another creative exercise, "Practicum,"
requires students to conduct a practical
session on a selected methodological topic

to develop professional competencies,
independence, creative thinking, and
initiative.

Another engaging exercise is the role-
playing activity "Guest Writer," where
students simulate interactions with a
writer, formulate questions, and practice
communication skills.

The creative exercise "What? Where?
When?" involves designing intellectual
game questions based on literary theory or
another methodology topic.

In the exercise "School Literature
Classroom," students propose their own
model for a school literature room,
detailing permanent and temporary

displays, selecting quotes from famous
writers for wall decor, and identifying
methods for engaging students, parents,
and school administrators in its operation.
These exercises foster creativity, critical
thinking, and various competencies,

In the context of this research, it is
essential to highlight that Ukrainian
literature methodology as an educational
component serves several key functions in
teacher preparation. It establishes a
theoretical foundation, providing students
with knowledge of literature teaching
methods, the structure and typology of
contemporary literature lessons, the
specifics of analyzing literary works,
literary theory concepts, extracurricular
activities, and approaches to developing
oral and written communication skills.
Another crucial function is the
development of professional skills. Future
teachers master teaching methods that
integrate literary text analysis, interactive
techniques, and approaches suited for
different age groups. The methodology also
promotes creativity and the ability to use
modern  digital technologies. Thus,
preparing students for innovative teaching
is a key goal. The methodology also has a
formative role, as teaching Ukrainian
literature contributes to shaping students'
patriotic, ethical, and moral values, which
they, in turn, will impart to their future
students.

Modern Ukrainian literature teaching
methodology integrates classical and
contemporary approaches, helping
students acquire the necessary
competencies for effective literature
instruction in secondary schools. It
emphasizes interdisciplinary connections
and the development of emotional
intelligence, ensuring a well-rounded
preparation for future educators. An
essential component is the incorporation
of innovative technologies such as digital
resources, virtual laboratories, and online

learning platforms, which enhance
accessibility and interactivity in
education.

Conclusions and research
perspectives. The methodology of

teaching Ukrainian literature is a crucial
element in preparing future language and
literature teachers, ensuring their
professional competence and readiness to
work in contemporary educational
settings. This field equips prospective
