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ORGANISATIONAL AND PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS OF INFORMATISATION
OF MANAGEMENT DURING TRAINING OF HIGHER EDUCATION STUDENTS
IN THE MASTER'S DEGREE CONDITIONS

The article highlights the organisational and pedagogical conditions of informatisation of
management of training of higher education applicants in the conditions of master's degree. It is noted
that the introduction of the latest information and communication technologies in the management of
higher education is an important factor in improving the efficiency of modern education and
professional development of future specialists. The aim of the study was to analyse the peculiarities
of the organisational and pedagogical conditions of informatisation of management of training of
higher education applicants in the conditions of master's degree. It has been established that
informatisation of HEI management is one of the ways to increase the efficiency of making and
implementing management decisions by the head of the institution through the introduction of
information and communication technologies. The modern organisational forms of the educational
process that use information and network communication tools are listed. The didactic and
psychological and pedagogical aspects of ICT integration in the management of training of higher
education students in the conditions of master's degree are determined. The external (technological
progress, changes in the labour market, political and social requirements, public policy and global
trends, international integration, changes in educational trends) and internal (the need to improve the
quality of the educational process, the need to update curricula, optimisation of management
processes, development of research activities, increasing the competitiveness of higher education
institutions) factors that stimulate the introduction and development of informatisation in the higher
education system in Ukraine are identified.

It is noted that these factors contribute to the introduction of an innovative information and
educational environment into the educational process of a higher education institution, and the
advantages of using the means of the information and educational environment in the training of
higher education students in the conditions of the magistracy are presented.

This
Concept envisages creating an accessible
and modern digital learning environment
by providing educational institutions with
the necessary equipment and access to
broadband Internet. It is important to
regularly upgrade the qualifications of
teaching and research staff to develop their
digital competencies, as well as to update
educational programmes in the field of

information and communication
technologies in line with modern
requirements.

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Ukraine for 2022-2032, the introduction of
innovative technologies and the latest
teaching aids into the educational process
is necessary to ensure quality educational
and research activities and the formation of
competitive higher education accessible to
different groups of the population. This
confirms the importance of modernising
the training of undergraduates and
integrating information and
communication technologies to improve
the efficiency of this process.

Current state of the issue. The
theoretical aspects of creating and
modernising the organisational and

pedagogical conditions for managing the
educational process and professional
training have been studied by such scholars
as B. Andriytsev, I. Blokhina, O. Bokovets,
O. Vynoslavska, N. Volianiuk, A. Gurzhiy,
M. Ilyakhova, M. Kononets, V. Koshel,
V. Kremen, L. Lavrynenko, H. Lozhkin,
V. Lugovyi, L. Martynets, O. Moskalenko,
O. Savchenko, K. Sobol, A. Prokopenko,
A. Kharkivska, E. Khrykov and others. In
their works, these scientists consider the
informatisation of education within the
framework of educational reform, develop
theoretical and methodological approaches
to the use of information technology in
education, database management in
education, improving the efficiency of
management of educational institutions and
educational systems, improving the
educational process, optimising the work of
teachers and other participants in the
educational process, etc.

Outline of unresolved issues brought
up in the article. Despite a significant
number of studies in this area, the issues
related to the development of
organisational and pedagogical conditions
for informatisation of management of
training of higher education seekers in the
conditions of master's degree remain
insufficiently studied.

Aim of the research is to analyse the
peculiarities of  organisational and
pedagogical conditions of informatisation
of management of training of higher
education applicants in the conditions of
master's degree. In accordance with the
purpose of the study, we formulated the
following tasks:

- to present the advantages of using the
means of the information and educational
environment in the training of higher
education students in the master's
programme.

Research methods. To achieve the goal, a
set of theoretical methods was used: analysis
of open sources, regulatory documents,
scientific articles and other materials on the
problems of education and informatisation of
higher education institutions.

Results and discussion.
Informatisation of higher education is a
priority area of modernisation in the
information society. The formation of a
unified information educational space of
Ukraine and its integration into the world
educational space requires comprehensive
activities. This involves the creation of a
networked multimedia educational
environment that ensures coordination of
information flows and improves the
efficiency of the national education system
management. An important aspect is the
development of a didactic system that
combines goals, objectives, areas, methods
and means of teaching, as well as the
introduction of modern information
technologies.

The study of the organisational and
pedagogical conditions of informatisation
of management of training of higher
education students in the conditions of
master's degree is an urgent task of
modern pedagogical science. This includes
analysing existing approaches to
informatisation of the educational process,
determining optimal management models
using information technology, and
developing recommendations for the
implementation of these technologies in the
practice of higher education institutions.

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conditions" as factors that influence the
achievement of goals, dividing them into
external (positive interaction between
teacher and student, objectivity of the
educational process, educational premises,
climate, etc.) and internal (personal
characteristics of students: health status,
character traits, experience, skills,
motivation, etc.). Organisational and
pedagogical conditions are considered as a
specific type of pedagogical conditions that
depends on the peculiarities of the
organisation of the educational process.
L. Martynets emphasises that
organisational and pedagogical conditions
are: a set of objective possibilities of
content, forms, methods, material
environment aimed at solving the tasks; a
set of interrelated and interdependent
circumstances of the activity process; unity
of subjective and objective, internal and
external; a means of ensuring the efficiency
of processes, phenomena that reflect the
expediency of their existence; rules that
ensure the effective course of activities [7].

One of the most important aspects of the
organisational and pedagogical conditions
is the informatisation of the management
of higher education students' training in
the master's programme.

Informatisation of higher education
institution management is one of the ways
to improve the efficiency of making and
implementing management decisions by
the head of the institution through the

introduction of information and
communication technologies that use
modern hardware and software.

Informatisation of the management of an
educational institution involves the
development of the  organisational
structure of the management information
system and the technology for its
implementation, which concerns both
educational and management processes in
a higher education institution. Among the
areas of management of a higher education
institution, we can distinguish the main
(functional) one, which concerns the
organisation of the scientific and
pedagogical process and is aimed at
creating a certain product and developing
the country's intellectual potential. There
are also auxiliary areas that support the

It
is important to note that all types of
management  activities are  closely
interconnected and to some extent
influence each other [2].

According to S. Kulytskyi, one of the key
areas of informatisation of educational

institutions is the introduction of
information technologies into the
educational process management system.
This helps to improve the quality,

accessibility and efficiency of education.
The use of ICT in the management of an
educational institution allows provide
timely operational information to decision-
makers, taking into account the specifics of
their needs; provide timely analytical
information; provide the optimal amount of
information with sufficient reliability; offer
recommendations on the choice of
decisions and reduce the time for their
adoption; and provide the opportunity to

study without interrupting the main
activity [5].
According to O. Topuzov, the

informatisation of educational institutions
should be carried out through the design of
the information and educational
environment, the creation of an
information architecture, an information
model of learning, the use of m-Learning
and m-Science approaches, the principles
of Social-Mobile-Access-Regulated-
Technology, "NIT", "UIS", "ASN", effective
organisational, managerial and
information mechanisms, as well as the
introduction of innovations [8].

According to S. Alekseeva, in the context
of informatisation of education, it is
important to take into account modern
organisational forms of the educational
process that use information and network
communication tools. These forms include
telephone conferences, video and audio
conferences, web forums, chats, blogs,
Internet portals, web platforms, electronic
newsletters, newsgroups, mind maps and
social networks. The choice of a particular
organisational form depends on the type of
learning: face-to-face, online or distance
learning. However, any form of learning is
implemented through the e-learning tool
environment, which includes e-learning
courses, virtual classrooms and

The possibilities of integrating ICTs into
the management of higher education
students' training in the context of master's
degree open the way to a new quality of
information and pedagogical activities,
which is manifested in didactic and
psychological and pedagogical conditions.
At the present stage, the effective use of
ICTs directly depends on an integrated
approach in which technical innovations
are combined with appropriate
psychological and pedagogical support and
clear methodological organisation [1; 5].

It is this approach that ensures an
optimal balance between innovative forms
of education, student motivation and the
reflective component of the educational
process. In view of this, it is advisable to
identify the main areas for improving
didactic and psychological and pedagogical
conditions:

1. Improving the organisational
conditions of the educational process:
increasing the effectiveness of learning
through the introduction of new methods
of visualisation and interactivity in the
educational process; using a variety of
sources of educational information;
compacting the educational material
through the possibility of collapsing and
expanding information in time and space
(hypertext); optimising the pace of master's
students' learning  activities: level
differentiation, individualisation of
learning, the ability to choose an individual
educational trajectory; effective
implementation of interdisciplinary links;

2. Improvement of psychological and
pedagogical conditions of the educational
process: formation of sustained interest
and positive motivation in master students
due to their natural fascination with
modern means of knowledge, such as

computers; humane attitude to the master
student, ensuring his/her positive
emotional state and lack of fear of

Among the factors that stimulate the
introduction and development of
informatisation in the higher education
system of Ukraine are the following:

1. External factors:

- technological progress - the rapid
development of digital technologies
requires adaptation of educational
institutions to new conditions and
technologies;

- changes in the labour market — modern
employers expect graduates to have digital
skills, which encourages educational
institutions to adapt programmes to train
competitive specialists;

- political and social requirements -
government policy and global trends (e.g.
the concept of the knowledge society)
require the introduction of innovative
approaches to learning;

- international integration — integration
into the international educational space
requires the introduction of digital tools to
ensure the mobility of students and
teachers, as well as participation in joint
projects;

- changing educational trends - the
development of distance education, online
courses and open online courses
stimulates the use of ICT in educational
processes.

2. Internal factors:

- the need to improve the quality of the
educational process — the introduction of
information and communication
technologies (ICT) improves access to
educational materials and ensures more
effective teaching and learning;

- the need to update curricula - the
growing requirement to include modern
technologies in the content of courses to
develop digital skills of students;

- optimisation of management processes
— the use of ICT allows to automate
administrative and educational processes,

The selection of these factors was based
on the analysis of current trends in
education, labour market research, and
regulatory documents governing the
development of informatisation in Ukraine.
Particular attention was paid to
international experience in implementing
information and communication
technologies in the educational process.
This approach made it possible to take into
account both global and local aspects that
affect the development of higher education.

The described external and internal
factors comprehensively cover the key
conditions for the digital transformation of
higher education. External aspects reflect
global processes of technological progress,
labour market requirements, educational
policy and the need for international
integration, while internal factors relate to
the immediate needs of higher education
institutions: improving teaching methods,
modernising programme content,
improving management and developing
research capacity. This multidimensional
approach ensures systematic adaptation of

the educational environment to the
challenges of the modern information
society.

These factors contribute to the

introduction of an innovative information
and educational environment into the
educational process of a higher education
institution, which is an integrated system
of hardware and software, electronic
teaching and learning complexes,
organisational and pedagogical conditions
for the use of ICTs that ensure interactive
interaction between students, research
and teaching staff and various electronic
educational resources. It helps to increase
the cognitive activity and quality of training

The following advantages of using the
means of the information and educational
environment in the process of training

higher education applicants in the
conditions of master's degree are
determined:

1. Improving the organisation of the
educational process. The information and
educational environment greatly simplifies
the processes of creating, storing and
exchanging information between teachers,
students, administration and parents,
which contributes to better pedagogical
interaction and social contacts.

2. Expanding access to educational
resources. The information and
educational environment includes virtual
learning systems that provide learning
content, as well as opportunities for
student control and self-control.

3. Development of personalised
learning. The information and educational
environment provides access to a wide
range of distributed resources, educational
services and tools that facilitate the
implementation of individual,
differentiated and personalised learning,
which increases the level of independence
and responsibility of future professionals.

4. Increasing opportunities for students
with special needs. The information and
learning environment can contain links to
alternative audio and text formats, allowing
students to choose the type of media
resources that are most convenient for
them.

5. Improving collaboration and
interaction. The information and learning
environment allows for collaboration and
interaction not only between teachers and
students, but also between educators and
practitioners and stakeholders.

6. Integration of various educational
services, resources and tools. The main
feature of the information and education

will allow us to meet the requirements for
future specialists in a modern society
that is rapidly developing towards a
knowledge society.

It will also help to increase the
importance of master's studies, update
and make students aware of the
immediate goals and prospects of their
professional training, which will allow
them to achieve an appropriate level of
professional competence.

Further research in this area is
associated with the study of the best
practices of leading higher education
institutions in the EU and the
development and implementation of a set
of scientific and pedagogical measures
based on their experience aimed at
creating and testing innovative methods
and technologies for the use of computer-
oriented tools in domestic higher
education institutions.
