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THE USE OF COMPUTER PROGRAMS IN THE MODERN EDUCATIONAL
PROCESS AND THEIR IMPORTANCE IN TEACHING FOREIGN LANGUAGES
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This article examines the possibilities of using database management systems using Microsoft
Access as an example and their role in the process of teaching foreign languages in educational
institutions. The main advantages of using databases for organizing the educational process, their
efficiency and ease of use for both teachers and students are highlighted.

Particular attention is paid to the analysis of the possibilities of creating and organizing educational
materials, planning lessons, integrating multimedia elements and automating the learning process.
Methods for creating educational and methodological resources using Microsoft Access are studied
and analysed, in particular, the development of interactive dictionaries, test tasks and text materials
that contribute to the study of lexical units within specific topics. Such databases can contain a large
number of words and expressions with the possibility of their systematization by categories, level of
complexity or topics, which greatly facilitates the process of memorizing new vocabulary. Separate
attention is paid to the advantages of using Microsoft Access as a tool for organizing the educational
process and its significance in the context of digitalization of education.

The possibilities of monitoring student performance, creating automated reports on learning
outcomes and a personalized approach to knowledge assessment are analysed. Traditional methods
of learning foreign languages are compared with modern approaches based on the use of databases.
The issue of developing language practice and improving students' language competencies through
the integration of digital technologies into the educational process is also considered. The use of tools
such as Microsoft Access contributes to increased motivation for learning, the development of
independent work skills and more effective assimilation of the material, which is an important factor
in the training of specialists with a high level of proficiency in a foreign language.

created new opportunities for learning
foreign languages, especially for expanding
students' vocabulary. However, not all
educational institutions and teachers fully
use the potential of ICT for the effective
development of students' vocabulary. It is
necessary to conduct a more detailed study
of this aspect of ICT use practices and
identify the most effective methods and
tools. There are also traditional methods of
learning a foreign language that make
learning not interesting and boring enough
for a modern student. Writing out words
separately in a notebook, organizing words
in such a way that they relate to a certain
context of the corresponding paragraph
and topic if the text is read by the student
individually, using paper dictionaries was
previously the only opportunity that
allowed learning a foreign language and
using it in practice, further improving

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oneself. Regarding the study of foreign
languages, it should be noted that the
method of studying a foreign language has
become significantly simplified these days
and a large amount of information that
needs to be remembered can be grouped
into one separate block, which can be
related to a certain category or section or
topic. The development of technological
solutions in this context is a rather
important stage, since it is the
digitalization of modern education that
allows you to reorganize the possibilities of
studying language material. The use of the
Microsoft Access database in this area
allows you to use the opportunities to
create large volumes of data that contain
information related to the effective study of
a foreign language. The data of such a
database is stored securely in a file and the
interaction between them is easily refuted,
which in turn allows you to effectively work
in the database and learn. Thus, the study
of foreign languages with the use of ICT,
namely the Microsoft Access database, is
relevant and requires detailed analysis.

Current state of the issue. In the
modern educational paradigm, the use of
information and communication
technologies (ICT) is gaining increasing
importance in the process of learning
foreign languages and forming students'
vocabulary. Scientists focus on the
implementation of digital tools in the
educational process, analysing their role
and impact on the effectiveness of
students' educational materials.

Research in this area covers a wide
range of issues, including the integration of
ICT into educational systems and the use
of their potential to optimize the process of
learning a foreign language. In the
scientific works of researchers
investigating this issue, various methods of
integrating information and
communication technologies into modern
educational activities are proposed.

In particular, researcher and scientist V.
Krasnopolsky paid attention not only to the
general impact of ICT on the educational
process, but also to the peculiarities of
using multimedia resources in teaching a
foreign language, which contributes to the

L. Morska is a scientist, one of the
leading methodologists of Ukraine. In her
work, she analyses the mechanisms of
adapting digital technologies to teaching
foreign languages and their role in
improving the level of students' mastery of
language materials.

Among modern researchers dealing with
this problem, it is also worth noting
R. Gurevich. His scientific research is
aimed not only at studying the general
aspects of the use of ICT in the process of
teaching foreign languages, but also at
analysing their impact on the assimilation
of vocabulary material by students who are
just beginning to master the language.
Therefore, these scientists and many other
researchers emphasize the importance of

preparation for the effective wuse of
information and communication
technologies in modern educational

processes. In their work, they emphasize
the need to develop methodological
recommendations that can help optimize
the educational process. Special attention
is paid to multimedia resources and
interaction with online platforms that
contribute to a deeper assimilation of
educational materials and the development
of students' communicative skills. At the
same time, the issue of the use of ICT in
teaching foreign languages requires further
research, since some aspects of this issue
have not yet been fully covered.

Aim of the research is to analyze the
possibilities of Microsoft Access database
usage for teaching foreign languages, as
well as the convenience of using tables with
student and teacher data to automate the
learning process.

Results and discussion. The modern
educational space is filled with a large
number of digital technologies that help
improve the quality of learning and
contribute to the convenience of using all
the advantages of digitalization of
education. Teaching foreign languages is
quite important, since it is an opportunity
for students not only to master a foreign
language, but also to realize themselves in
life using language as a tool of
communication.

Modern foreign language teaching relies
heavily on digital platforms, including:

e LMS systems (Moodle, Google
Classroom) - provide comprehensive
management of the learning process,
testing, and monitoring of student
progress.

e Interactive apps (Quizlet, Anki) -
help you memorize vocabulary using
flashcards and repetition.

e Cloud services (Google Drive,
OneDrive) — used to store and share
educational materials.

Microsoft Access differs from the above
platforms in its ability to create structured
databases for storing educational content,

automating  testing processes, and
maintaining student performance
statistics.

Access databases are a fairly

multifunctional and powerful tool for any
type of work that involves creating
databases and high-quality storage of
information. The program allows you to
create forms, queries, generate user
reports, etc. Considering all the capabilities
of the program, it should be noted that
Access can be integrated into educational
needs and become a fairly effective tool for
conveniently storing information and
processing data [5: 70].

The main advantages of using Access
are its simplicity, since the program itself
provides an interface with various
capabilities, which are grouped into certain
blocks of information so that the user can
freely, @ without deep  programming
knowledge, create a database and enter all
the necessary information into it.
Considering the topic of education, it
should be noted that the teacher can create
databases of certain grammatical
structures and topics in a foreign language
for quick access by students, and in
addition there is the possibility of creating
a system for monitoring their knowledge for
quality assessment. Microsoft Access
provides the ability to analyse and create
certain forms and tables for specific tasks,

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that is, adapting to the user, which makes
it possible to implement projects that were
created earlier [4: 43]. Such projects can be
various methods of teaching foreign
languages, which allows students to easily
access this database and view all possible
components in order to choose the most
interesting one, or to gradually complete
each lesson provided for by the work
program and placed in the database. Given
these capabilities, Access easily integrates
with  Microsoft Excel, Word, and
PowerPoint, which allows you to expand
the possibilities of familiarizing yourself
with the material. In order to visualize the
lessons and give them a graphic colour,
presentations are used that are easily
integrated into the Microsoft Access
database, and the student gets access to
this presentation, which helps to ensure
clarity and visual perception of the
material.

Defining the term "Microsoft Office
Access", it should be said that this is a
Database Management System and a
program as a component of the Microsoft
Office suite. This program also has a fairly
wide range of capabilities and functions,
which may include querying or document
integration, sorting tables and data by
position, as well as connections to external
tables and databases, inclusive.

The main components of "Microsoft
Office Access":

e table designer;

e screen form designer;

e SQL query -constructor (SQL
language in MS Access does not comply
with the ANSI standard);

e designer of reports that are printed
[2: 86].

The table is the main component of this
database, it contains a certain amount of
information and is conveniently stored in
each component. The query, in turn, allows
you to select data from tables according to
the filter of conditions specified by the user.
The form 1is wused when presenting
information in a user-friendly visual form
[1: 28]. Such a form can be closed like a
regular window in the system. The report
displays and forms data from tables or
queries, also including the requirements
that were described by the user. It is

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formed in a printed version, which cannot
be changed and all information can be
easily viewed so that it can be transmitted,
interpreting the necessary text for
reporting. That is, the DBMS (database
management system) itself allows you to
group all data into blocks and conveniently
interact with them.

When working with a database, Access
works with the hard disk in a slightly
different way than other programs. If we
consider a regular Microsoft Word, it opens
from the hard disk and is fully loaded into
RAM, the changes made can be saved for a
certain period of time or immediately. In
turn, Access opens and all processes that
are reproduced in the database
environment occur only in the database
without saving. When you click the "save"
button, all information is saved and it is
possible to perform this or that operation
repeatedly [4: 77]. Also, in Access, each
new revision of the contents of a changed
cell in the table is written to the hard disk,
thereby it is saved during the change at the
same moment as the keyboard cursor is
moved to another cell in the table or a new
section of the changed record is saved to
disk at the moment when the keyboard
cursor is moved to another record or row in
the table. Thus, if unforeseen situations
occur and the power suddenly turns off,
only the change in the record that was not
saved will be lost.

Data integrity in Access is maintained
quite reliably, and every moment of actions
and components in the database is saved.
The "save" button in Access is also present
and, as mentioned earlier, it performs the
function of saving, however, in Access in
data view mode it is needed only for saving
the variable mode, that is, displaying a
table or other object to save changes such
as:

e changing column widths and row
heights,

e rearranging columns in data view
mode, "freezing" columns and unfreezing
columns,

e change sorting,

e applying a new filter,

e changing the font; text, grid and
background colours, etc. [3: 56].

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An interesting feature of the Access
database is that all files in the database,
which is stored on the hard drive, have the
ability to expand over time, to increase in
size, especially in the "designer" mode. This
peculiar feature is explained by the fact
that when entering the database, the
increase in files depends on the constant
execution of sorts and filters, especially at
times when several of them have been
applied.

Microsoft Access capabilities for
teaching foreign languages

Microsoft Access allows you to create
databases containing:

e Dictionaries (word, translation, part
of speech, usage examples, audio files with
pronunciation).

e Grammatical structures (tables with
rules, explanations and examples).

e Educational texts with the
possibility of automated reading
comprehension testing.

One of the key advantages of Microsoft
Access is the ability to automatically
generate reports on student performance.
The database can contain test results,
analyse common errors, and generate
recommendations for further learning [14:
33].

By filtering and sorting data, teachers
can tailor the material to each student’s
level of knowledge. For example,
vocabulary words can be sorted by
difficulty or topic, allowing students to
individually work through the sections they
need.

The role of an interactive dictionary
allows students to enrich their vocabulary.
Considering this possibility, it should be
noted that all words from the
corresponding topic are grouped in one
specific table after each topic in order for
the student to form a foreign language
communicative competence. It is quite
difficult to remember everything at once, so
you should, of course, write down all
unfamiliar words in a paper notebook in
order to always have access to the words
[7: 51]. However, regarding the database
itself, it should be noted that this is a fairly
convenient way to provide material, as well
as to study it and test your knowledge.

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The Dictionary table can have the
following components:

1. ID word identifier

2. The word itself in a foreign language
and the translation in Ukrainian next to it.

3. Part of speech (namely noun,
adjective, or verb).

4. Example of use (putting the word
into context).

5. Audio file with the pronunciation of
the word.

The advantages of such an interactive
dictionary can be words that students can
quickly find or find belonging to a certain
part of the language and by level of
complexity. The use of audio files allows
you to identify the stress in words, and also
allows students to learn how to read a word
correctly and use it in pronunciation.
Audio is a very important component, since
it is through it that you can learn not only
pronunciation, but also the nature of
speech and even intonation. A few years
ago, the methodology of teaching a foreign
language required transcription for better
memorization, but with the development of
modern computer technologies, the use of
transcription has been reduced to a
minimum and is now practically not used
[8: 66].

Microsoft Access allows you to create
databases where you can store large
volumes of texts or reference literature for
reading. Texts can be quite simple, which
contributes to the high-quality
memorization of information by students
and is an additional component of each
lesson developed in electronic form.
Considering the text component, it should
be noted that the information that can be
found there begins with a question and
after the student clicks on this question, he
is offered an answer or different answer
options if the term is ambiguous [5: 21]. In
the process of using the table with the text,
the student passes a small test in the
Access form, after which the system can
automatically generate reports on correct
and incorrect answers and provide them to
the teacher or the student himself for
revision.

The Access database also allows you to
monitor student progress. After completing
a course or a specific lesson, the database

reports. Such a report may include
structural data such as:

Student ID;

Name and surname

Testing date

Topic

Result in percentage

ThlS reporting capability allows the
teacher to easily review each student's
performance and identify topics that
require additional work or refinement.

Access allows you to store all the
information together with the students'
data in a single database, which makes it
quite easy and convenient to search for and
use them. For example, when looking at the
database of education seekers, you can
find out information about their last name,
first name, date of birth, perhaps even a
biography, parents' contacts, etc. [9: 41]. In
addition, in addition to all the information,
we can find out information about the
student's level of success. Today, a fairly
large number of higher education
institutions use various programs that
allow you to control the level of quality of
knowledge of each student. All this data is
organized in a certain database table,
where all the information is stored in order
to keep reports and analyse all
components. So at the end of the year, a
report is generated for all the courses taken
by each student and the information is
provided in the form of a file.

The database allows you to store
educational materials in a certain
structure, which can serve as the primary
name of the lesson topic, type of materials
(i.e. it can be video, text or audio), level of
difficulty, and a link to the file [6: 86].

Using all the capabilities of the Microsoft
Access database, it should be noted that
this database is digital, and the capabilities
that function in full allow you to save time
for each teacher in developing tasks and
reorganizing the modern educational
space. Of course, Access does not work on
all devices, so in order to use its full
functionality, quite significant computer
resources are involved in the work. So,
today it is no longer possible to use the

powerful computer capabilities and this in
turn makes it impossible to use this
program on quite weak computers. As a
result, to wuse this program in an
educational institution, you need to take
care of technical support. When discussing
the topic of computer system
requirements, it should be noted that the
minimum system requirements today are
those that were maximum 10 years ago,
and such computers are usually not
expensive enough to implement the
possibility of using Microsoft Access in the
functionality of each educational
institution [13: 78].

The use of Microsoft Access in teaching
foreign languages gives the opportunity to
reveal greater potential for automation and
personalization of the modern educational
process. Due to the integration of all
methodological materials provided by the
program, the creation of Access databases
can provide quite convenient and effective
training for students of higher education
institutions. Access is also a fairly
convenient tool for teachers who seek to
diversify training by using various
opportunities and technologies in their
classes [9: 48].

To expand the capabilities of Microsoft
Access in teaching foreign languages, it is
advisable to combine its use with LMS
platforms that provide communication
between participants in the educational
process.

For more effective and high-quality
memorization of words, Microsoft Access
allows its users to create their own
databases of words and phrases in a single
database, which can be supplemented with
audio recordings for correct pronunciation,
as well as translations and examples of use
[11: 46]. It should be noted that the word
itself in a foreign language can have a wider
context and it is quite important to
understand that each unfamiliar word
must be entered into context, so that the
student can better remember when a
particular word or construction is used.

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information such as the level of complexity
of the word: that is, what category of
language level the word belongs to, as well
as the thematic category and part of
speech. Such filtering and sorting features
can greatly facilitate the study of words and
organize them according to educational
needs.

Advantages of Microsoft Access:

One of the very important features of
Access is the ability to analyse errors that
were made by students during testing or
performing certain tasks after completing
each lesson [10: 24]. This is a very
important aspect because working on
errors from a methodological point of view
is quite important, as a student looking
at his mistakes can identify the correct
option and avoid such inaccuracies in the
next task. Thus, saving the student's
answers in the database can ultimately
collect information about what are the
most common difficulties in learning a
foreign language and build a kind of
analytics. The results obtained can be
used to adapt educational materials or in
the future develop new tasks that will be
individual for each student [10: 25].

No less important is the visualization of
pictures with words. The student's idea of
the picture and the name of a certain object

contributes to more effective memorization
of an unfamiliar word. A peculiar
methodology for memorizing words is a
readable font and, accordingly, a
successful arrangement of objects on the
card.

Microsoft Access allows you to store and
process in its memory significantly large
amounts of data, including information
about students, teachers and all the
material that can be loaded into the
database. These capabilities are a very
useful tool for learning complex languages,
which contain a rich vocabulary and a
much more complex grammatical structure
than languages that are learned by
students more easily.

Conclusions and research
perspectives. The use of Microsoft
Access in the study of foreign languages
allows you to effectively organize and

present educational material to the
student. The database provides the
opportunity to actively create and

modernize materials in tables and folders,
as well as develop dictionaries and
generate electronic cards for studying
vocabulary. In addition, the database
provides the wuse of tools for error
analysis, which allows you to structure
grammar tasks taking into account the
individual needs of each student.

In addition, the
capabilities of Microsoft Access allow you
to automate many processes, including
creating test tasks, maintaining student
success statistics, monitoring the level of
material mastery, and developing
personalized recommendations for further
learning.

The Access database management
system is just one of many tools for
organizing the educational process, but
its functionality greatly simplifies work
with large amounts of information and
helps to increase the efficiency of the
educational process. In the context of the
rapid development of information
technologies and the digitalization of
education, the use of such databases is a
relevant area of research, which opens up

new  opportunities for integrating
technologies into foreign language
teaching.

Prospects for further research in this
area include the development and testing
of methods for automated analysis of
students' errors using Microsoft Access,
as well as the creation of adaptive
learning systems based on the principles
of artificial intelligence and machine
learning.
