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BASIC GENERAL MILITARY TRAINING (BGMT) IN HIGHER EDUCATION
INSTITUTIONS AS A FACTOR IN FORMING LEADERSHIP COMPETENCE AND
CITIZENS' READINESS FOR NATIONAL RESISTANCE

The article examines the role of theoretical component of basic general military training (BGMT) in
higher education institutions as a factor in the formation of leadership competence and citizens&apos;
readiness for national resistance. The regulatory and legal principles of the organization of BGMT and
its place in the system of training citizens to fulfill their constitutional duty to protect the state are
analyzed. The results of an empirical study aimed at assessing the impact of theoretical component
of BGMT on the development of value orientations, decision-making ability, psychological stability,
team interaction and professional readiness of higher education seekers are presented. The key
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structural components of leadership competence that are formed in the training process are identified,
namely cognitive, value-motivational, behavioral and socio-communicative. It was established that the
level of formation of individual components of leadership competence varies within 55-70%, which
indicates a sufficient level of their development at the stage of initial training. Thus, more than 60% of
respondents demonstrate a responsible attitude towards command activities and awareness of the
role of a military leader, 70.6% are able to assess risks when making decisions, and about 60% note
the development of psychological resilience and readiness to act in stressful conditions. The role of
theoretical training in the formation of a conscious civic position, the development of responsibility and
readiness to act in crisis and uncertain conditions is emphasized. Attention is focused on the need to
integrate modern educational approaches focused on practical orientation, the development of critical
thinking and adaptability of education seekers. The prospects for the transformation of basic
combined-arms training in the context of the implementation of the educational component
"Fundamentals of National Resistance” as a component of the formation of a comprehensively
prepared citizen are outlined.

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context, the formation of not only
professional but also leadership
competence, which involves the ability to
make decisions, responsibility, initiative,
psychological resilience and effective team
interaction, is of particular importance.

In accordance with the provisions of the
current legislation of Ukraine, in particular
the Law of Ukraine "On Military Duty and
Military Service" and the Law of Ukraine
"On the Fundamentals of National
Resistance", the training of citizens to
defend the state is a component of national
security and involves the formation of
readiness to fulfill the constitutional duty
to defend the Fatherland [1; 2]. An
important element of this system is basic
military training, which is integrated into
the educational process of higher
education institutions, as defined by the
Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine dated June 21, 2024 No. 734 "On
Approval of the Procedure for Conducting
Basic General Military Training (BGMT) for
Citizens of Ukraine Obtaining Higher
Education and Police Officers" and is aimed
at ensuring that students acquire the
relevant knowledge, skills and abilities.

At the same time, the issue of assessing
the effectiveness of theoretical training of
BGMT (TTBGMT) as an educational
component in the formation of leadership
competence and readiness of young people
for national resistance remains relevant.
The comprehensive impact of TTBGMT on
the development of value orientations,
decision-making ability, psychological
stability and team interaction of higher

education applicants is insufficiently
researched.
Current state of the issue. The

formation of leadership competence in the
military sphere is becoming particularly
relevant in the context of modern security
challenges and armed aggression against
Ukraine. As researchers note, the
manifestation of leadership in combat
conditions is not only a professional
necessity, but also a key mission that
determines the effectiveness of task
performance. In this context, the
development of character, professionalism
and the ability to self-improvement is of
great importance, because the mission of a

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military leader is to morally,
psychologically and professionally train
himself and his subordinates, to unite the
personnel and achieve the set goal [7: 4].
Researchers pay special attention to the
role of the junior command echelon, which
is entrusted with a wide range of tasks -
from direct combat operations to the
performance of special functions. This
requires not only the appropriate level of
professional training, but also developed
leadership qualities, the ability to make

non-standard decisions and act in
conditions of uncertainty [4: 8].
In the current conditions of

transformation of military education, the
emphasis is shifting to the development
of leadership qualities of an officer, which
involves updating the content and
approaches to the training of military
specialists, in particular in the system of
postgraduate education [5: 2]. At the
same time, leadership in the military
sphere is considered as a universal
phenomenon that manifests itself both in
the daily activities of military personnel
and during the performance of combat
and training tasks [S: 44|. Scientists
emphasize that leadership competence
should be formed based on moral and
ethical values, which are laid in the
process of training in higher military
educational institutions and improved in
practical activities [6: 15]. At the same
time, one of the key problems in the
development of military leadership is the
lack of a single value foundation, which
hinders the effectiveness of the
functioning of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine [8: 80].

An important aspect of training military
leaders is the combination of the processes
of training and education. The effectiveness
of training is ensured under the condition
of their interaction, when training acquires
an educational character, and education is
integrated into the educational process,
which contributes to the formation of
personal qualities necessary for leadership
[9: 32]. Separate studies are devoted to
determining the principles of effective
organization of basic combined arms
training. Among the key ones are
systematicity and consistency of training,

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orientation on current combat experience,
intensity of practical training, formation of
motivation, clarity, modeling of real
conditions, as well as a combination of
collective and individual approaches. The
principle of unity of training and education
is important, which provides for the
simultaneous development of professional
skills and moral and psychological
qualities [10: 119].

An essential component of modern
training is pre-medical training, which
forms the skills of providing emergency
medical assistance in extreme conditions
and promotes the development of
responsibility, stress resistance, critical
thinking and the ability to effectively work
together [11: 200].

In the current conditions of
transformation of the security and defense
sector of Ukraine, the need to modernize
the personnel training system in
accordance with the standards of leading
countries in the world is becoming more
urgent, which involves the implementation
of new approaches focused on the
development of leadership qualities,
adaptability and the ability to act in
conditions of uncertainty [12: 195]. At the
same time, the need to form a new
generation of military leaders is
emphasized, capable of acting effectively
both in combat conditions and ensuring
the development of the security sector in
the post-war period. In this context, the
proactive nature of the training of future
officers, focused on the formation of the
future potential of the Armed Forces of

Ukraine, is of particular importance
[13: 930].
Thus, the analysis of scientific

research indicates significant attention to
the problem of forming leadership
competence in the military sphere and
the implementation of modern
approaches to the training of military
specialists. At the same time, the role of
the TTBGMT in higher education
institutions as a factor in the formation of
leadership competence and citizens'
readiness for national resistance remains
insufficiently researched, which
determines the relevance of this study.

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Aim of the research is to theoretically
substantiate and experimentally verify
the impact of TTBGMT in higher
education institutions on the formation of
leadership competence and readiness of
education seekers for national resistance.
To achieve the goal, the following tasks
have been defined: to analyze the
regulatory and legal principles of
organizing basic combined military
training in higher education institutions;
to determine the structural components
of leadership competence that are formed
in the process of TTBGMT; to develop a
toolkit for assessing the impact of
TTBGMT on the development of
leadership qualities of education seekers;
to conduct an empirical study of the
impact of TTBGMT on the formation of
value orientations, decision-making
ability, psychological stability, team
interaction and professional readiness; to
analyze the results of the study and
determine the level of formation of
leadership competence; to substantiate
the role of basic combined military
training as a factor in the formation of
readiness for national resistance.

Research methods. To achieve the goal,
a complex of general scientific and
empirical research methods was used. In
particular, an analysis of regulatory
documents was used to determine the
place of basic military training in the
system of preparing citizens for national
resistance; generalization of scientific
approaches to the formation of leadership
competence; as well as empirical methods,
in particular, surveys [15].

The empirical study was conducted at
the Zhytomyr Ivan Franko State
University among higher education
applicants who took the TTBGMT in the
first semester of the 2025-2026 academic
year. Male higher education seekers
(MHES) participated in the study, for
whom undergoing the TTBGMT is
mandatory in accordance with current
legislation @ and  who successfully
mastered the content of the educational
component. The sample size was 91% of
the total number of MHES, which ensures

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a sufficient level of representativeness of
the results.

The research tool was a structured
questionnaire, which included blocks of
questions according to the components of
leadership competence: cognitive, value-
motivational, cognitive-behavioral,
psychological, socio-communicative, and
professional, as well as an integrated
assessment of the impact of training.

Results and discussion. The
introduction of the TTBGMT in higher
education institutions is carried out in
accordance with the Resolution of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated
June 21, 2024, No. 734, according to
which basic military training is integrated
into educational programs for training
higher education applicants [3]. The
typical program of the educational
component "Theoretical training of basic
military training" was developed and
approved by the General Staff of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine in agreement
with the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine. On its basis, higher
education institutions develop their own
educational programs, which are agreed
with the General Staff of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine and may contain
additional (detailed) requirements for the
content and learning outcomes [16].

Analysis of the responses of higher
education applicants regarding the
awareness of the purpose and regulatory
framework of basic military training
showed a sufficiently high level of
understanding by higher education
applicants of the essence, content and
meaning of this educational component
(Fig. 1). The indicators demonstrate the
effectiveness of mastering the theoretical
provisions of the TTBGMT and the
formation of basic ideas about the role of
military training in the national security
system.

In particular, to the question "I
understand the purpose of BGMT -
obtaining a military accounting specialty”,
the share of positive responses is 69.2%
(32.7% "rather agree", 36.5% -
"completely agree"), which indicates a clear
awareness of the purpose of the training by
students. High results were also recorded
for the question "The organization of the
course meets state requirements for
training citizens to defend the state"
67.3% positive responses (27.4% — "rather
agree", 39.9% — "completely agree"), which
confirms a positive assessment of the
quality of the organization of the
educational process. At the same time, to
the question "I realize the importance of
taking the Military Oath after completing
training", the share of positive responses is
59.6%, which is the lowest indicator within
the block, but also indicates a generally
sufficient level of formation of the relevant
ideas.

In general, the values of the indicators
vary within 59.6% — 69.2%, which confirms
the formation of the cognitive component of
leadership competence and the awareness
of the importance of TTBGMT in the
preparation of future military personnel.

Thus, the results obtained indicate that
basic general military training provides not
only the transfer of knowledge, but also the
formation of students' understanding of
their own role, responsibility and the
importance of military service, which are
important prerequisites for the
development of leadership qualities.

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Within the block "Value and Responsible
Leadership", the results obtained indicate
the positive impact of TTBGMT on the
formation of a responsible attitude to
activity, orientation to team results,
adherence to moral and legal norms and
readiness to make decisions in difficult
conditions in higher education applicants
(Fig. 2). The indicators demonstrate the
formation of the value component of
leadership competence. In particular, to
the question "I understand that military
leadership is based on moral and legal
norms", the share of positive answers is
64.4% (25.0% — '"rather agree", 39.4% -
"completely agree"), which is the highest
indicator within the block and indicates a
formed awareness of the normative and
value principles of leadership activity. High
results were also recorded for the question
"l am ready to act in a team in conditions
of increased risk" 58.2% of positive
responses (21.2% — "rather agree", 37.0% —
"completely agree"), which confirms the
readiness for joint activities in difficult
conditions. At the same time, slightly lower
indicators are observed for the question "I
focus on the success of the team, not only
on my own achievements" — 55.3%, which
indicates the need for further development
of team orientation as a component of
leadership. In general, the values of the
indicators vary within 55.3% - 64.4%,
which confirms the gradual formation of
responsible behavior, readiness to comply
with norms and orientation to collective
results.

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Thus, the results of the study indicate
that basic military training contributes to
the formation of a leadership value
foundation in education seekers, which is
manifested in responsibility, discipline,
moral maturity and readiness to act in the
interests of the team and the state.

Studies of indicators characterizing the
ability to make decisions and critical
thinking have shown a generally positive
impact of TTBGMT on the development of
higher education seekers' skills to analyze
the situation, assess risks and act in
conditions of uncertainty (Fig. 3). The
indicators of this block vary within 51.9%
— 70.6%, which indicates a sufficient level
of formation of the cognitive-behavioral
components of leadership competence.

In particular, the share of positive
responses to the question "I assess risks
before making a decision" is 70.6% (31.7%
— '"rather agree", 38.9% - "completely
agree"), which is the highest indicator in
this block and indicates the development of
students’ ability to make informed
decisions.

At the same time, 51.9% of respondents
answered positively to the question "The
course developed my ability to make
decisions in conditions of uncertainty”,
which is the lowest indicator within the
block. This gives grounds to believe that it
is the development of skills to act in
conditions of incomplete certainty that
requires further strengthening in the
content and methodology of TTBGMT.

Overall, the results obtained confirm
that TTBGMT contributes to the formation

Assessment of the level of psychological
resilience of higher education applicants
showed positive dynamics of the
development of emotional self-regulation,
readiness to act in stressful conditions and
support others in crisis situations (Fig. 4).
The indicators demonstrate the formation
of important psychological components of
leadership competence.

In particular, to the question "The
course contributed to the formation of
moral resilience", the share of positive
responses is 59.2% (26.0% - "rather agree",
33.2% — "completely agree"), which is the
highest indicator within the block and
indicates a significant impact of the BGMT
on the development of the internal
resilience of the individual. At the same
time, 62.0% of respondents answered
positively to the question "I control my
emotions better in stressful situations"
(29.8% - 'rather agree", 32.2% -
"completely agree"), which confirms the
formation of emotional regulation skills. In
general, the values of the indicators vary
within 52.9% — 62.0%, which indicates a
sufficient level of development of
psychological resilience and readiness to
act in conditions of increased stress.

Thus, the results of the study confirm
that the TTBGMT contributes to the

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formation of psychological endurance, the
ability to self-control, support others and
effective activity in difficult and stressful
conditions, which are important
characteristics of a modern leader.

The analysis of the survey results, which
concerned team interaction and informal
influence, showed a positive impact of
basic combined arms training on the
development of communication skills, the
ability to organize joint activities and
implement informal leadership (Fig. 5). The
indicators demonstrate the formation of
important socio-behavioral components of
leadership competence.

In particular, to the question "I am able
to resolve conflicts constructively" the
share of positive answers is 66.4% (33.2%
— 'rather agree', 33.2% - "completely
agree"), which is the highest indicator
within the block and indicates the
formation of skills for effective interaction
in difficult interpersonal situations. High
results were also recorded for the question
"l communicate effectively in a team" -
64.9% of positive responses (31.7% -
"rather agree", 33.2% — "completely agree"),
which confirms the development of
communicative competence. In general, the
values of the indicators vary within 55.8%
— 66.4%, which indicates a sufficient level
of formation of the ability to interact,
organize group activities and exert
influence in the team.

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Thus, the results of the study confirm
that the TTBGMT contributes to the
development of teamwork skills, informal
leadership, effective communication and
constructive conflict resolution, which are
key components of leadership competence.

The results of the survey, which
concerned the professional readiness of
higher education graduates, demonstrated
the positive impact of basic combined
military training on the formation of basic
knowledge, practical skills and awareness
of one's role in the system of ensuring the
state's defense (Fig. 6). The indicators
demonstrate the formation of key
professional competencies necessary to
perform the functions of a conscript.

In particular, to the question "I
understand the importance of observing
the norms of international humanitarian
law" the share of positive answers is 68.2%
(26.9% "rather agree", 41.3%
"completely agree"), which is the highest
indicator within the block and indicates the
formation of legal awareness. High results
were also recorded for the question "I
understand the principles of mine safety
and engineering protection"” 66.3% of
positive responses (29.3% — "rather agree",
37.0% "completely agree"), which
confirms the effectiveness of mastering
specialized knowledge. At the same time,
slightly lower indicators are observed for
the question "I am aware of my role in the
collective security system" — 62.5%, which
indicates the need to further strengthen
the awareness of collective responsibility.
In general, the values of the indicators vary
between 62.5% — 68.2%, which indicates a
sufficient level of formation of professional
readiness of education seekers.

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Thus, the results of the study confirm
that the TTBGMT provides the formation of
basic  professional knowledge, legal
culture, practical skills and readiness to
perform tasks in the field of national
security, which is an important component
of leadership competence.

The generalization of the results on the
integral assessment of the impact of the
TTBGMT showed a positive perception by
education seekers of its role in the
formation of leadership qualities, civic
position and psychological readiness for
actions in the field of national security
(Fig. 7). The indicators reflect the
generalized effect of training as a
comprehensive educational component.

In particular, to the question "BGMT is
an important element in the formation of a
military leader”, the share of positive
responses is 63.4% (24.5% - "rather agree",
38.9% - "completely agree"), which is the
highest indicator within the block and
confirms the awareness of the significance
of BGMT. High results were also recorded
for the question "Training increased my
psychological readiness to act in crisis
conditions" - 58.7% positive responses
(25.0% "rather agree", 33.7%
"completely agree"), which indicates the
effectiveness of training in building
resilience. At the same time, to the
question "Il am considering the possibility
of further military service", the share of
positive responses is 46.7%, which is the
lowest indicator within the block and
indicates the presence of restraining
factors in the  professional  self-
determination of students.

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In general, the values of the indicators
vary between 46.7% - 63.4%, which
indicates the formation of the basic level of
leadership competence and the positive,
but uneven impact of the TTBGMT.

Thus, the results of the study confirm
that basic combined military training has a
comprehensive impact on the formation of
leadership qualities, contributes to the
development of civic consciousness,
psychological readiness and
understanding of the role of military
service, while outlining areas for further
improvement.

Analysis of generalized responses
regarding the assessment of the
significance of TTBGMT for the formation
of a future military leader and defender of
the state indicates a predominantly
positive perception of its role among higher
education students. The data obtained
demonstrates a high level of recognition of
the significance of TTBGMT as a
component of the professional and civic
development of an individual (Fig. 8).

Thus, the largest share of respondents
(30%) Dbelieves that TTBGMT is an
important component of professional and
civic training of young people. Another 27%
of respondents define it as an extremely
important element of the formation of a
responsible citizen and potential leader.
Thus, a total of 57% of higher education
applicants highly appreciate the
importance of basic combined military
training, which indicates its significant
impact on the formation of leadership
competence, civic awareness and readiness
to perform duties in the field of national
security.

At the same time, 24% of respondents
note that TTBGMT has some benefits, but
needs improvement to achieve a full-
fledged leadership effect. This indicates the
presence of potential for increasing the
effectiveness of training, in particular by
improving the content, teaching methods
and practical orientation of the educational

process.
A certain share of respondents (13%)
considers TTBGMT as a  formal

requirement rather than a real factor in
leadership development, and 6% consider
it ineffective. The presence of such

Conclusions and research
perspectives. The results of the study
confirm that TTBGMT is an important
educational component that ensures the
formation of key components of
leadership competence of  higher
education students. Its positive impact on
the development of responsibility, value
orientations, decision-making ability,
psychological resilience, team interaction
and basic professional readiness has
been established. The results obtained
indicate that TTBGMT contributes not
only to the assimilation of theoretical
knowledge, but also to the formation of
awareness among education students of
their own role as future military
conscripts, readiness to fulfill duties in
the field of national security and the
development of leadership qualities
necessary in the conditions of modern
challenges. At the same time, considering
